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demands the fellowship of youth. The enemy knows this and he has 
something on all the time to make it possible for youth to have the com­
panionship of youth. We need to enlarge our borders and provide pro­
grams that will strengthen and encourage them. Our young people are 
precious and the Church must provide a program that will take them 
away from the things of the world and give them the fellowship of Chris­
tian young people. We have taught our young people the pitfalls of as­
sociating with those who do not know the Lord, and we need to pro­
vide something for them that will be of interest to them. Youth camp is 
a starter. It is small now but it can grow. 

"Our young people need training and youth camp provides a training 
program. They are taught to study hard and they commit many things 
to memory. They do as David did, hide the Word of God in their hearts. 
When they return home and a temptation comes, the Word of God is 
there to strengthen them. They are taught how to do things and they 
are made to feel responsible, so our youth camps are a blessing • to the 
local churches and to the states. 

"I was very much pleased with the National Youth Camp this year. 
The course of studies was inspirational and I learned a good deal my­
self. I realize the fields are broader. I feel God has given us in youth 
camp a weapon for the pulling down of the strongholds of Satan. We 
must take advantage of every opportunity to win • other young people 
and to hold our own young people for the Church of God. This is just 
the beginning of a great forward move to capture young people for God 
and His Church." 

5:36 p.m.-Gleaner Program in charge of Sarah George. Ten Gleaners 
sang "One Little Two Little Gleaners." Sister George read a poem about 
the ten Gleaners and what they did. Each one held a card with a num­
ber on it, and as she read what that number became, the Gleaner turned 
the card and it showed what he was.

8:05 p.m.-"Missionary Work the Church of God Way," message by 
the Superintendent. Before beginning his message he read excerpts from 
the Assembly Minutes to show that the Assembly has approved Bible 
Training Camp and its program. The message in part follows: 

"When we say Church of God way we mean the way of the Church 
from the beginning. This has been the Church of God ever since it was 
organized on Mount Hattin. It is still the Church of God and always 
will be. There never was but one and never will be but one. And the 
Church has a missionary method to follow and that is what we want 
to talk about. 

"Listen carefully while I read Acts 11 : 19-26. We have before us here 
a picture of the way the Church did missionary work as it is set forth 
in the Acts of the Apostles. The Acts of the Apostles teach us by ex­
ample. They are not types and shadows. They are the real thing. When 
those early preachers were scattered abroad because of the persecu­
tions they went everywhere and preached the Word. They went as far 
as to Antioch and preached to the Jews only, but they got hold of some 
fellows from Cyprus and Cyrene and they knew the Greek language 
and they preached to the Grecians and this evangelistic effort was greatly 
rewarded. Great numbers of people believed and these evangelists re­
ported their work to general headquarters. It says when tidings of 
these things came unto the church at Jerusalem they sent Barnabas to 
visit these churches. It wasn't enough just to get them saved and in 
the Church. They sent out a man from headquarters to exhort them to 
cleave to the Lord. When Barnabas went to these people, some of them 
Jews and some of them Gentiles, he saw the grace of God that was 
upon them and he exhorted them to stick to the doctrine. God blessed 
the efforts of Barnabas to the extent that he needed some help, so he 
called for Saul to come and help him. He brought Saul over to Antioch 
and they established a school, a Church of God school. They taught the 
people from morning until night for a whole year. 

"I am talking to you about missionary .work the Church of God way. 
Evangelists were sent out first, churches were organized, reports went 
to headquarters, then Barnabas was sent out by the Church. He didn't 
just get his hat and go. He went to these churches and taught them 
and he reached the place where he needed some help and he got Saul 
of Tarsus to help him and they established a school and kept it going 
for a whole year. Instead of people coming to headquarters to be trained, 
Barnabas and Saul went to the place where the people were. 

"In the face of this you find some people who are opposed to school 
work. I have heard bishops oppose the school work. They say we don't 
need a school, we just need to pray. The Church of God way is the 
school way. It promotes the evangelistic effort, it promotes the report­
ing system. It promotes the sending out of teachers after the churches 
are established and it shows that we are to establish schools as they 
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did. They don't tell us to establish schools, but they set the example. 
The Acts of the Apostles is the Church of God in action. We make a rule, 
then make some more to enforce that one. But I don't find in the Acts 
of the Apostles where the early Assembly made one single rule that 
they didn't keep. Our victory is not in making rules but in keeping the 
rules we make. 

"Now let us look at Colossians 1 :23. This shows the gospel was preached 
to every creature under heaven. Their method got the work done. Paul 
rejoiced in his sufferings and everything he suffered or did was for 
the Church. He worked for the Church. He didn't work for Paul, he 
worked for the Church. And at no time was Paul ever caught preach­
ing anything that conflicted with the doctrine of the Church or the rules 
of the Assembly. The Assembly was far from Paul and he didn't get 
to go very often, but one time he went and made a check with the of­
ficials. He told them what he had been preaching. You can't get some 
folks to tell you what they have been preaching, but Paul was a Church 
of God preacher and he went to the General Overseer and the pillars 
in the Church to ask them if he had gone contrary to the Church in his 
preaching. It would save preachers a lot of embarrassment and they 
wouldn't have so much sidetracking to do if they would check once in 
a while to see if they are right. Sometimes we get so deep with our 
sidetrack d o c t r i n e  that when we get caught we can't back down. 
People that follow the Lord and are led by the Holy Ghost will keep in 
line with the Church of God. The Holy Ghost doesn't lead anyone con­
trary to the Church of God doctrine. But if anyone has any teaching 
he is afraid to have inspected, he is not preaching Church of God doc­
trine. There are people in this Assembly that have doctrine in their 
heart and minds that the Assembly has told them not to preach. They 
say the day will come when the Assembly will accept their doctrine. 
Brother, sister, I wouldn't want to be in any man's shoes that has a 
doctrine contrary to the Assembly. The best thing to do when the As­
sembly says no is to throw it in the trash can and forget that you ever 
had anything to do with it and stick to the Assembly. 

"They had a school in Ephesus. Paul found some disciples there and 
he preached to them and they received the Holy Ghost. A church was 
organized, then they had a school. This continued for the space of two 
years, and all that dwelt in Asia heard the Word of God. Do you be­
lieve in missionary work the Church of God way? Evangelistic work, 
organizing churches, then schools. That is what we are trying to do. 
Later on Paul sent from Miletus to Ephesus and called the elders of the 
Church. He told them he was pure from the blood of all men. The school 
there sure delivered that preacher. Why was he pure? Because he had 
not shunned to declare unto them the whole counsel of God. Some peo­
p1e think if you get a person saved you are pure from his blood. The 
independent preacher may be, but not the Church of God preacher. When 
we reach a country with the Church of God message, we are not pure 
from the blood of those people until we have taught the all things of 
the Word of God. 

"You know the last thing that Paul did that we have a record of was 
to hold a school. The last two verses of the Book of Acts tell about 
Paul holding a school in Rome for a whole year. He believed in it so 
strong he rented his own house and conducted the school. 

"We are to move forward as one man. The Lord told Gideon 'Surely 
I will be with thee, and thou shalt smite the Midianites as one man.' The 
Church has to work as one man. There are individuals in the Church 
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who are trying to be a big somebody, but God wants all of us to be 
one big individual. He said the ministry was to work until we all come 
to the unity of the faith unto the knowledge of the Son of God unto a 
perfect man. What God is wanting, not to develop one individual and 
him go forth and all the Church get behind him, but He wants the whole 
Church to be as one individual to go forth. We all move at the same 
time as one individual. Not certain individuals moving out front but all 
of us moving as an individual and going forward. 

"We had an increase of two thousand dollars in the B. T. C. offer­
ing this year at the state conventions. Our people are learning to do this 
work regularly. B. T. C. has severed itself from the missionary fund. 
We don't depend on the missionary fund to help us any more. The As­
sembly tells us to support B. T. C., so I am taking the liberty to sug­
gest something. (A large calendar was displayed with a nickel on each 
Wednesday during the year. ) Here you see a chart and it tells us that 
five cents a week by each member will bring in $90,000 this year to 
support B. T. C. work. We have been told that we have slightly under 
thirty-five thousand members in the United States now, and if each one 
would give five cents each week for a whole year we would have $91,000. 
We received about $10,000 this year. If half of our churches would give 
five cents a week, one member out of two, we would have more than 
$45,000 for B. T. C. I don't need that much now, but if we could get 
one member out of every four to give five cents a week for this whole 
year, we would have $22,750 for B. T. C. next year. I am not going to 
ask you to pledge but I am going to ask the overseers if they will en­
courage and boost their pastors to try to get one nickel a week for every 
four members. Then I want to ask the pastors to boost your mem­
bers and try to raise five cents for every four members each week for 
the year. I believe you will do this and I would rather you would do 
that than for you to give the whole amount yourself. We need to en­
courage our people so we can have every member a worker." 

8:58 p.m.-An offering was received for the support of Bible Training 
Camp in foreign fields while M. S. Curry directed a program of sing­
ing with former B. T. C. students. The Orange Juice Quartet sang "How 
Many Times." E. L. Jones and his singers sang "I Believe I'll Testify." 
Betty Baker and Christine Miskelly sang "To My Mansion in the Sky." 
The Curry Trio sang "All About Jesus." Sherman Minter sang "This 
Great Caravan." Roberta Matthews, Rosita Nunnery and Dorothy Creel 
sang "Life Will Be Sweeter Some Day." 

9:22 p.m.-"My Vision of B. T. C. Work in Jamaica and Haiti," Oscar 
Pittman. A portion of his message follows: 

"It was my privilege to go to Jamaica and Haiti back in January and 
see the camp in action. When we arrived at the place where the camp 
was conducted in Jamaica, I found a group of people who were eager to 
know more about the Bible and the Church of God. They were hungry 
for the truth and they gave their whole attention to the study of their 
lessons. Even at recess and when the classes were dismissed, they had 
their mind on the work of Bible Training Camp. There was no fool­
ishness or idleness whatever, but all were interested in knowing how to 
carry on the Church of God way. 

"Those people have a lot of hardships to endure in order to attend Bible 
Training Camp. Many of them don't have the clothing they need or the 
food. They don't have good places to sleep and they don't have the finance, 
but they are eager to know about the Church and they are happy for 
the privilege of attending B. T. C. And B. T. C. is doing a wonderful 
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job in Jamaica of teaching and training the people, and it is our re­
sponsibility to support the work of the camp in foreign fields. 

"We went to Haiti from Jamaica. The people of Haiti are far less 
fortunate than the people of Jamaica. They are really in destitute condi­
tion. When I arrived at the place where the camp was being conducted 
I began to cry and it seemed that my soul would burst with pity for 
the people. I used to think I was poor. I even thought people couldn't 
be much worse off than I was, but conditions in Haiti were much worse 
than anything I had ever seen. I saw men who were ministers of the 
gospel who didn't have any shoes. I saw them with clothes on that you 
wouldn't wear anywhere. They didn't have any beds to lie down on 
for a comfortable night's rest. They slept on benches, on _ the floor and 
on the ground. They had very, very little food. But they were happy and 
they were eager to know about the Church of God. When they were 
not in classes they would gather together and sing and pray, and they 
studied until all hours of the night. The overseer told me that many 
more would be at the camp but they didn't have anything to wear. And 
when they say they have nothing to wear, they mean that they don't 
even have a rag to put · on. While I was there I was up early in the 
morning and one morning about five o'clock Brother Herne came to me 
crying and said one of his ministers had died. And he said he had died 
of starvation. There is no way for them to make a living. There is no 
work for them to do and when their crops fail they starve. We need to 
get the gospel to them and get them ready for the glory world where 
there will be no more suffering. They need to know the Church of God 
way and we ought to get behind Bible Training Camp and help put the 
program over so we can reach the people who are hungry for the doctrine." 

9:38 p.m.-Song by the Orange Juice Q. u a r t e t, "Swing Low, Sweet 
Chariot." 

9:41 p.m.-William Brooks, pastor of the church at Hopewell, Alabama 
told of the benefits received by the local church from studying the Body 
of Christ Correspondence Course. He said, "Brother Wright was in our 
district convention and he was boosting B. T. C ., and we felt it would 
be good to have a Bible study course in our local church. Seven or eight 
members bought books during the convention. We talked with them about 
having a study course in the church and they thought it would be good. 
We thought we might get as many as twenty enrolled. We talked with 
a number of people about the course and we finally enrolled sixty-one 
in the class. Several who were backslidden enrolled and a number of 
sinners in the community wanted to study it with us. We had it five 
nights a week, Monday through Friday, for two weeks, and we had an 
average of fifty-one present each night. We received an offering for 
B. T. C. each night and the Lord blessed us and prospered us in a great 
way. Since that time some have united with the Church who took the 
course, and some who were backslidden prayed through in our next re­
vival. If you who are pastors, if you desire your church to be blessed, 
it would be good for you to use this course of study." 

9:46 p .m.-Awarding of banners: 
Oklahoma was presented with a banner for having the largest B. T. C.  

state convention offering-$1 ,131 .52. 
Tennessee was presented with a banner for having the largest number of 

students in the camp in Cleveland-17 .  
California was presented with a banner for having the largest number 

of students in the camp at Fresno-27.  
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Alabama was presented with a banner for having the largest number 
of students in the Elementary and Body of Christ Correspondence Courses 
-190. 

1 0 :00 p.m.-Brother Carlos Colon, Overseer of Argentina and Repre­
sentative of South America, spoke concerning the need of Bible Training 
Camp in South America. He stated that a piece of land had been given 
for Bible Training Camp. He requested that our people pray for the 
Lord to make it possible for a building to be erected on the lot so they 
could have B. T. C. there. He said B. T. C. was needed in South America 
to teach and train the people in the doctrine and practices of the Church. 
There are now twenty-seven churches and eight hundred and fifty members. 

1 0:03 p.m.-A demonstration for the purpose of boosting B. T. C. at 
home and abroad was directed by Winston Gonia. The demonstration 
boosted the Superintendent's plan of each member paying five cents each 
week, so the substance of it was, we can do more by giving less when 
more of us do it. 

1 0: 14  p.m.-Evangelistic message by J. V. Galloway. The speaker be­
gan by reading Mark 2 : 15-17, using for a text the last verse, "They that 
are whole have no need of the physician, but they that are sick: I came 
not to call the righteous, but sinners to repentance." He said that Jesus 
was gravely concerned about every living soul and He is ready to bless 
everyone who will come to Him. He urged all who needed to be saved, 
sanctified or baptized with the Holy Ghost to come to the altar and be­
lieve that He is a rewarder of them that diligently seek Him. While 
his wife and daughters sang "Cleanse Me, 0 God," many people came 
to the altar and three were saved, three sanctified and eleven were bap­
tized with the Holy Ghost. 

Sunday, September 1 3  

6:00 a.m.-Sunrise prayer service in charge of Arnold Demeritte and 
S. B. Moss. The service opened with prayer by all present. Brother 
Moss led the congregation in singing three selections. A concert prayer 
in behalf of the work of the Assembly that day followed. Several indi­
viduals prayed earnestly in behalf of the missionary service. Brother 
Demeritte conducted a good praise service in which many gave thanks 
to the Lord for the wonderful blessings He had given them. The Florida 
Singers sang a selection, then the Virginia Singers sang. Another con­
cert prayer was fallowed by a special song, then the service was dis­
missed by all praying in concert. 

9:05 a.m.-W. M. B. Program directed by the Secretary, Sylvia Hardin. 
The state overseers and missionaries marched down the east aisle of 

the tabernacle and the W. M. B. state secretaries marched down the 
west aisle, led by the Bahama Brass Band. The overseers and mission­
aries were seated on the east side of the platform and the secretaries 
on the west side. The W. M. B. officers and members followed the sec­
retaries into the tabernacle and were seated in the center row of seats. 

9 : 10  a.m.-The Voice of Salvation Choir sang "Jesus Saves" and "Others." 
Ina Mae Tomlinson prayed while the congregation stood in silence, then 
all j oined together in behalf of those for whom requests had been made. 
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9:24 a.m.-The missionaries and foreign delegates were given a wel­
come. As the Secretary called the names, each one stood. While they 
were all standing, the congregation joined with the Secretary in giving 
them a hearty welcome. 

9 :30 a.m.-Revivals in Europe, Hawaii and the Isles of the Sea, Harrison 
E. Price, World Evangelist. The speaker mentioned the Caribbean Is­
lands first. His first revival was on Montserrat and God wonderfully 
blessed. The next was at Nevis. He stated that a large building was 
badly needed on that island. He said the work is well organized there 
and the Church has the respect of the people. The building was so crowd­
ed where the revival was conducted that the saints would go outside 
when the altar call was made so the sinners could come in and seek God. 
Saint Kitts was next and he said we had work there to be proud of. 
He went from there to Barbados. This is a very needy place and he re­
quested prayer for the advancement of the work there. His next re­
vival was in Dominican Republic where he had a wonderful time with 
our people. He said the work was carried on properly and he gave Bible 
Training Camp credit for having trained the people in the Church of 
God way. 

He found Hawaii a hard place to reach the people. He said the peo­
ple there are living for a good time. The things of the world are all 
that holds their attention. His next revival in a foreign field was in 
England. He conducted a revival at one church and visited other churches 
and assisted in the services. He stated the work there needed the help 
of qualified evangelists. Germany was next where he conducted a re­
vival at Karlsruche. From there to Switzerland, then to Holland. In each 
place he worked hard and the Lord blessed his efforts. 

He visited our people in Cyprus and had a wonderful time with them. 
He said the work there was moving along nicely now. When he ar­
rived in Greece to be with our people he found they were enduring perse­
cutions which were hard to bear. They are not allowed to worship God 
as we do and they never know when they will be arrested and thrown 
into jail. He said some of our people there were hungry and some 
destitute of clothing. The overseer had given so much to help others until 
he had very little for himself. He asked that our people pray for Greece. 
In Bermuda he conducted his last revival in other countries. He said 
the overseer received him and the boys and treated them well. His ef­
forts there did not accomplish all he desired but he knew the time 
would come when the Lord would work in the way that is needed for 
the Church to prosper on that island. He requested prayer for all of our 
mission fields. 

9:50 a.m.-Song by Karen Blumenthal, "I Can't Say No." 
9:55 a.m.-Miss Laura Trotter, Cleveland City Missionary, was intro­

duced and spoke for a few minutes. She told how the Lord called her 
to this work and how He had made a way for her to carry on through 
the prayers and support of the City Mission Board. She mentioned her 
work of going into homes and reading the Bible to those she contacted 
and praying with them. She said it would probably surprise some peo­
ple to know how many homes need help of this kind. She requested 
prayer in behalf of her work and she encouraged all who were work­
ing . and giving for the mission cause to continue their efforts that souls 
may be won for whom Christ died. 

When she had finished the General Overseer made it known that the 
speaker is a sister of former Chief of Police Arthur Trotter. He men­
tioned the fact that Mr. Trotter was suffering with cancer and the con-
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gregation stood and prayed in his behalf. The Secretary asked for prayer 
for their mother who has a broken hip and the congregation joined in 
praying for her. 

10:03 a.m.-Sister Willard Boyles spoke on the Alabaster Box plan of 
giving. She said, "The goal is for every W. M. B. sister to have an Ala­
baster Box. I don't know but what it might be good to make a canvass 
and see how many women outside the W. M. B. would take an Alabaster 
Box. You may be surprised how much help you can get just by ask­
ing for it. I think we miss a lot of things because we don't ask. 

"This plan is Scriptural. Just before Jesus was to be crucified there 
came a woman having an alabaster box of ointment which was very 
precious. She broke the box and poured the onintment on Jesus. Some 
complained, but Jesus told them to let her alone because she had done 
what she could. She had come before hand to anoint His body for burial. 
He said, 'Wheresoever this gospel shall be preached in the whole world, 
there . shall also this, that this woman hath done, be told for a memo­
rial of her.' I am telling it this morning because she did what she 
could. We want to do what we can. On that last final day she did what 
she could. It will be worth everything if we can have this said of us. 

"Here is a plan that I understand is to be mailed out to the pastors. 
(She displayed a chart boosting Alabaster Box giving.) This plan is 
boosting the Alabaster Box. Remember the woman gave her best. We 
want to give our best. There are many plans, but I especially like Sis­
ter Hardin's plan of having the box near the dining table and when we 
eat some natural food which God has blessed us with, give a love offer­
ing to Him." 

10:13 a.m.-Elva Howard spoke on Mission Cry. She said, "Mission Cry 
is an issue of the White Wing Messenger that carries mission news. When 
I think of Mission Cry I think of it in this way, that I am very inter­
ested in the missionaries because I am trying to help them with what 
finance I have and with my prayers for them. They are my Church of 
God brothers and sisters . . Brothers and sisters are your relatives, so Mis­
sion Cry is like getting a message from my relatives across the sea. 
I am eager to know what is written in Mission Cry concerning our mis­
sion fields. 

"Sometimes our leaders and pastors do not know how to spike their 
second Sunday mission service. There are many things in Mission Cry 
that will be a blessing to your people. A few years ago in pastoral 
work we gathered together all of the data we could get from Mission 
Cry for several years and fixed a bulletin board in our church picturing 
our missionaries and their families. We introduced them to the church, 
then the church knew the missionaries. I believe we can become so in­
terested in our missionaries that we will read their letters in Mission Cry 
every time we receive it." 

Some children were on the platform with her, each wearing a Mission 
Cry hat. She sent them out into the congregation to give out copies of 
Mission Cry to those who wanted them. 

10:20 a.m.-Program by the Wildwood W. M. B., in charge of Theresa 
Covey. Two groups marched to the platform, one from the east side and 
one from the west side. Each individual carried a Church of God flag 
and a card bearing the name of a mission field. One dressed as an angel 
carried a large Church flag and another dressed as an angel carried 
a large cross. The Male Chorus sang "Onward Christian Soldiers." A 
number of children representing various nations were grouped around 
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a large globe of the world. They sang "Jesus Loves the Little Children 
of the World." Stanley and Marguerite sang "All Over the World" while 
the General Overseer waved a large Church flag. The Male Chorus sang 
"The Church of God Flag Song" as those in the play left the platform. 

10:30 a.m.-Barbara Glimer sang "Jesus Use Me." 
10:35 a.m.-Illustrated message by Allan and Harriet Eliason. Brother 

Eliason read Matthew 28:19, 20. While Sister Eliason delivered the mes­
sage he placed posters on an easel as she referred to them. A portion of 
her message follows: 

"We have just heard the words of Jesus as He spoke to His disciples. 
These words are commonly known as the great commission. This com­
mission was given by our Lord to the early Church, the Church that 
Jesus set in order on Mount Hattin. We see Him in this picture speak­
ing that commission. Notice the background. It is supposed to look like 
the early part of the day. We think of the early Church doing the first 
part of the work. When we consider the accomplishments· of the early 
Church we realize they made use of that power that Jesus gave to them 
and left with them. They believed His Word and they obeyed it. They 
taught the people the Church of God way. They allowed nothing to hin­
der them. Their only aim was to spread the message of Christ and His 
Church. There was no place too hot or too cold for them to go. There 
was no place too far away. They worked for God where He wanted 
them to go. Our Master told them to go and surely we must say they went. 

"We know the Church was covered up for a while after it had so 
gloriously flourished, but it was covered for only a while. Then came 
the day when it obeyed the words 'Arise, shine; for thy light is come, and 
the glory of the Lord is risen upon thee.' We know the old Ship of 
Zion came sailing forth again, and it is our privilege to preach the last 
days message. It is the same Church and we have the same gospel. The 
commission is still in the Bible. We know we must put forth the effort 
to carry the gospel to every creature, and God will bless us as we do 
this. We have a tremendous task before us. There are many groups · of 
people preaching salvation, but we alone have the message of the glorious 
Church which Christ set in order. We must reach the unreached and 
we must reach the other sheep. We must reach all men with the mes­
sage of the glorious Church of God. 

"The early Church reached all the known world at that time. Let us 
consider how far we have come in reaching all people today. Each star 
on this chart here represents licensed ministers in the Church. Just one 
point of a star represents two people. This is the United States and I 
am glad for every star. Some of these islands and Mexico have quite a 
few stars, but look at Canada. We have a few here and a few there, but 
look at the territory not covered. It makes me feel sad to see so much 
left undone. 

"These stars I have here are licensed ministers in the United States 
that I could not get on the map. There are so many there was no room 
for them. When we receive license in the Church of God, we are licensed 
to preach the gospel and I would like to see everyone of these on the 
job. God can use everyone somewhere to be a blessing. God is no re­
specter of persons. He loves everyone. There is no difference in the color 
or race. 

"I have been asked the question, what if you fail on a foreign field. 
I feel this way about it. If God is speaking to my heart and I refuse 
to go, I have already failed. But if I spend my life for the Master and 
win only one soul, that would be worth it all. That one soul could go 
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and win more. Noah preached a long time and won only seven people, 
but that number was enough for God's program to go forward. 

"I think of a man who once became concerned about missions and 
he began to pray. He begged the Lord to save the heathen. Then he 
prayed for the Lord to send missionaries to the heathen. Later he prayed, 
'Lord if you don't have anyone else to send, send me.' . Then he told the 
Lord that if he didn't send him to send someone. Again he prayed and 
asked the Lord to send whom He would and to help him to pay his 
share of the expenses. That was the right prayer. Some are to go and 
some are to help pay the expenses. It is a privilege to preach the gos­
pel, and it is also a privilege to stand by the one who goes to a foreign 
field to preach the gospel. 

"When I give, I don't like to give as unto the Lord, but I like to give 
to the Lord. The Church is the body of Christ, so we have the privilege 
of giving directly to the Lord. One . time an Indian asked a bishop if 
he could give him two one-dollar bills for a two-dollar note. The bishop 
gave him the two dollars and asked him what he wanted them for. 
The Indian said he wanted one for him to give to Jesus and one for his 
wife to give to Jesus. When the bishop learned that the two dollars was 
all that he had he told him that was too much for him to give. The 
Indian's pastor was standing near and he told the bishop that it might 
be too much for a white man to give but it was not too much for an Indian 
to give who had that year for the first time heard of the love of Christ. 
We need to be concerned about the lost and dying. If God wants you 
to go, will you go? If He wants you to pray, will you pray? If He 
wants you to give, will you give?"  

1 0:54 a.m.-Mission offering. 
The Secretary called for the Green Sisters to sing "What Shall I Give 

Thee, Master?" She stated she was starting the offering with one hun­
dred dollars and called for others who had this amount to come to the 
platform. Several responded, then she called for those with fifty and 
twenty-five dollars. She called the states in alphabetical order and the 
overseers led their states in a march offering. Several songs were sung 
and Stephen Kounnas spoke briefly while the people marched through 
the aisles of the tabernacle and back - to the platform where the over­
seers received the offerings from those following them. When the of­
ferings had been counted each overseer announced the amount from his 
state. The General Overseer offered prayer, dedicating the offering to 
the service of the Lord. The offerings by states are as follows:

"As we look at this poster we see a telescope. Written across the face 
of it is the word GOD. Down at the eye-piece end is the word PUPIL, 
and on the telescope itself is the word TEACHER. Holding up the tele­
scope is the Sunday School of the Church of God. On its base or foun­
dation are the words JESUS SAID TEACH. The teacher is the tele­
scope to the pupil through which the pupil can see God by the use of 
the Word in the Sunday School class. In our Sunday Schools we have 
people who do not stay for the morning message. We have people who 
do not attend the midweek prayer meeting. We have people who do 
not attend the evangelistic service on Sunday night. We have people 
who come only to Sunday School and what is portrayed to them, the 
picture that is projected to them there is all they will ever receive. A 
teacher who comes to the class unprepared, a teacher who comes to 
the class and talks about everything but the lesson cannot give a pupil 
a very good picture of God through the Word. But a teacher who comes 
to class well prepared, prayed up and holding up the honor and dig­
nity of the position he fills, he will teach the lesson in a way that the 
pupil will carry away something with him that will be with him all his 
life. We need teachers who will feel that if they fail, their pupils may 
be lost. Teachers deal with people that the pastor doesn't deal with. 
They deal with people that are not reached by the other auxiliaries, and 
because they do, they surely need to come to their classes prepared for 
the work ahead of them. They need to have the feeling that they must 
give their best. When they do, the pupils will learn of God through their 
efforts. 

"The Psalmist said, 'Then will I teach transgressors thy ways; and 
sinners shall be converted unto thee.' Before he spoke those words, David 
prayed through. He asked for a cleansing within and without. He asked 
for the joy of salvation to be restored to him. He asked for God to give 
him a right spirit. After he received the blessings that he needed from 
God, then he was ready to teach others and win them for the Lord. 
When we have teachers who are cleaned up within and without and they 
feel the joy of the Lord and they have a right spirit, and they go to 
the class room with these blessings, the pupils will certainly learn about 
the Lord. When we teach His Word, • God will bless our efforts and we 
may expect to see souls saved. 
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"Over here on this side you see a picture of a bridge. On one side of 
the bridge is the word PUPIL. On the other side is the word GOD. 
The teacher is the medium that provokes the thinking power of the pupil. 
Our foremost and prime task is to win souls for God. Over that bridge 
you see the words WHEN WE GO, OUR SUNDAY SCHOOL GROWS. 
Up until this time our visiting homes in communities where we have 
Sunday School has been in a haphazard manner. We have talked about 
this work but we have not done too much about it. But the fact remains 
that when we go the Sunday School will grow. And when our Sunday 
School grows, our church will become more spiritual and members will 
be added and we will increase with the increase of God. Ours is not a 
sitting-down program, or a calling program, it is a going program. We 
have tried to call the fish to the hook but now we need to go to the 
.stream and catch them where they are. 

"Teaching to win souls. Jesus stressed teaching. He said to teach all 
nations. Then He said to teach them to observe. We can do no less 
than to obey His Word. God help us to use teaching as a medium in the 
Church through which to win souls for God."

2 :58 p .m.-"That My House May Be Filled," message by Arthur Wood­

ruff. The speaker began the message by reading Luke 14: 16-23. A por­
tion follows: 

"To have God's house filled we must be possessed with certain things. 
We must have the Spirit of God working with us. We must also have 
a great compassion for souls. Then we must put forth the necessary 
effort. We have a job to do but by the help of the Lord it can bP, accom­
plished. 

"There is no substitute for the Spirit and power of God. We may put 
on great programs and many of them are good, but we must have God 
with us if we hope to make progress in this great work. If we have 
the Spirit of God with us we can go forth and accomplish something for 
the glory of the Lord. 

"The Bible says that man looks on the outward appearance, but God 
looks on the heart. What do people see when they come to our Sun­
day School? What do they see when they come to our services? We 
are trying to attract men and women, but what do they see in us? They 
are watching us.

3:30 p.m.-Orphanage play, "The Night Watch," directed by Muriel Paden. 
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The first scene was in  the office of  the Superintendent as  he  prepared 
for the Assembly. He received a report of the coupon work which he 
wanted to include in his report. Then a pastor and his wife brought 
two girls to be placed in the orphanage. The father had been killed and 
the mother had died. The next scene was in the living room of the or­
phanage cottage where the new girls were introduced to the house mother. 

In the third scene the children were dressed for bed and the house 
mother directed the worship service. The children sang, repeated Scrip­
ture and counted their blessings on their fingers. The fourth scene was 
in the bedroom where the youngest new girl was put to bed along with 
two other small children. When the light was turned out she cried for 
her mother. The house mother came in to comfort her, then the older 
new girl asked to be allowed to rock her small sister as her mother 
did before her death. As she rocked and sang a lullaby, the child fell 
asleep and soon the older girl was asleep also. Dorcas Lovill and Ellen 
Cassidy sang "The Night Watch." 

4:15 p .m.-Orphanage offering. 
The Secretary called the states and countries alphabetically and the 

overseers and state secretaries led the march, each overseer taking a 
child from the home with him. Those with offerings followed their re­
spective overseers. A number of songs were sung as the long line of 
marchers made their way through the aisles of the tabernacle and back 
to the platform where the overseers and secretaries received the offer­
ings from those fallowing them. When the offerings were counted, the 
amounts were announced. The amounts by states are as follows:

5:25 p.m.-Program by the Sunday School Orphanage and Tomlinson 
Memorial School directed by R. 0. Covey, Superintendent, and Robert 
Pruitt, Principal. 

Brother Covey spoke briefly to show his appreciation of the good work 
that had been done on the field in the support of the orphanage and the 
school. He commended the house parents for their faithfulness and gave 
an explanation of the operation of the orphanage and school. He asked 
that our people pray for this department of the work. He stated that it 
took a great deal of compassion and wisdom as well as funds to carry 
on properly. 

Brother Pruitt mentioned some of the outside activities of the students 
and called for all of them to stand. He introduced the teachers and re­
ferred to the work of the Parent-Teacher Association. A sextet from 
the girls' home sang "Is He Satisfied?" The principal mentioned that 
TMS had recently chosen for its colors green and gold. A large light­
house with its light shining forth was on the platform and yellow stream­
ers led from this to the students on the upper platform. The principal 
said, "We like to think of Tomlinson Memorial School as a beacon of 
knowledge sending out its rays to beckon our youth to a consecrated life 
to the service of the Lord." When he referred to Knowledge a student 
came on the platform holding a card with the word on it. As he con­
tinued to speak he mentioned Christian Training, Fellowship, Wholesome 
Activities, Bible Teachings and Leadership, and students came on the 
platform carrying cards with these words on them. Yellow streamers 
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representing rays of light were attached to each of these.· At the last, 
the principal said, "These are the rays which we extend to our youth 
in hopes that we may have a part in training leaders and workers in the 
great harvest field of the Church of God." 

5:45 p.m.-The service was closed with prayer by Patricia Henson. 
6:15 p.m.-Song service led by Jimmy Wentz with Karen Blumenthal 

at the piano and Betty Hunter at the organ. J. C .  Palmer read Psalm 
105:1-10. D. M. Hughes prayed at the pulpit while the congregation stood 
in sacred quietness before the Lord. At the close all joined together in 
praying for those for whom requests were made. 

6:30 p.m.-Tennessee Program-The 1928 Big Business Program in Oper­
ation-Every County and Every City in the State and the Church of God 
Message in Every Home, Adrian T. Griffin, Overseer, in charge. Brother 
Griffin delivered a fiery message. He said, "We have enjoyed the work 
of the 1928 Big Business Program this year. According to our records 
our ministers and workers have visited approximately seventy-five thou­
sand homes. We know this is a program that has been ordained of God. 
We have confidence in it, and we desire to carry the Church of God mes­
sage to every home in every county, every city and every community 
in the state. (A man came to the platform carrying · a poster with the 
words "1928 Big Business Program.")  Before Jesus returned to the Fa­
ther He gave the Church the great commission. He said that all power 
was given unto Him in heaven and in earth, and told them to go into 
all the world and preach the gospel to every creature. He said also that 
certain signs would follow those that believe. I am glad the Church still 
believes in signs following believers. This is not a new Church, but this 
is the same Church that Jesus set in. order. I feel very much a part of 
the early Church even if we are down here in these last days. 

"Those early ministers went forth and preached everywhere. You talk 
about every county, every city and every home, this program . is or­
dained of God. In 1928 when this program was introduced it was for 
the . purpose of getting the Church of God message to every creature. It 
was to be done in systematic order. They went forth and preached 
everywhere and the Lord worked with them. We have to have the Lord 
working with us. As ministers of the Church of God, we want to live 
loyal and faithful so the Lord will be with us in mighty power. 

"One time Jesus felt the need of going to Samaria. He and His disciples 
went to Jacob's well in Samaria and Jesus sat down there. A Samaritan 
woman came to get water and He talked with her. Jesus must needs 
go through Samaria. I feel we need to go into every county, into every 
city and into every home in Tennessee to get the message of the Church 
of God to people who do not know. Jesus made personal contact with 
the woman of Samaria. It is necessary that we make personal contact 
with people today. We must reach every creature. Everyone has a soul 
that will never die." (A minister came to the platform carrying a large 
sign with the words "The Church of God Message into Every Home.") 

When Brother Griffin finished his message he called . on Brother Allen 
Davis, the champion home visitor of Tennessee, to speak concerning this 
part of his work. A portion of his message follows: 

"I like to visit homes. You learn a lot of things when you go from 
home to home. There are a lot of souls to be found in the homes that 
you will not find in a church building. There are many of them who 
can't go. I remember driving down Fourth Avenue in Chattanooga and 
something spoke. to my heart and told me to go into a certain home. I 
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went inside and found a woman who couldn't walk very well and she 
was eighty years old. I asked her how long since she had been to church 
and she couldn't remember because it had been so long. I asked her 
how long since someone had prayed in her home and she couldn't re­
member that. I talked with her and told her that God still loved her 
and that He could be real in her heart and life. We prayed and that 
woman passed away a few months later. When she was in the hospital 
her daughter told me that she believed her mother was ready to go to 
heaven because I visited her and told her about the love of God and 
prayed with her. 

"One day my wife came to the back door and said there was a woman 
in Erlanger hospital who was dying and she wanted a Church of God 
minister to come pray for her. I had been working in the yard and 
was tired and dirty. My wife asked me if I could go and I told her I could. 
I got ready and went to the hospital as soon as I could. You know 
some people are not in their homes, they are in hospitals. When I reached 
her room a lady told me the sick woman wanted me to pray for her. 
I asked her why she called me and she said that somebody gave her my 
name. I asked about the woman and she said she was a member of a 
church and had taught a Sunday School class but she said she was lost 
and wanted somebody to pray for her to be saved. I talked with her 
and she said she had never been a Christian. Church membership is 
popular with many people today but it won't save the soul. A person 
can't live one kind of life at church and another kind at home. If you 
have salvation at church, you have it in the home. I talked with her 
and read a few verses of Scripture and we prayed. When I looked at 
the woman I saw a sweet expression come over her face. When I spoke 
to . her she said it was the first time in her life that she had been saved. 
She experienced the joys of salvation. In less than two hours the woman 
who was with the sick person called me and said she had gone on to 
meet the Lord. Just two hours before she left this world she was saved. 
There are many people out there that we can be a blessing to. Let's go 
and do what we can for them before it is too late." 

The overseer called for Brother Raymond Lawson to speak concerning 
the work of getting the message to every county. Brother Lawson said, 
"I think of some of the counties in Tennessee where we have a num­
ber of churches. Then there are other counties where there is not even 
one church. Then I think of how some of us make our rounds. I am 
reminded of the old cane mill at home when molasses was made. The 
old mule would go round and round. I believe God wants us to get 
out of the circle we have been making our rounds in and take the Church 
of God message to every nook and corner of Tennessee. I believe we 
can do it by the help of the Lord. Right in the area where we are work­
ing now, with the number of ministers we have there, we have gone 
over our same steps no telling how many times. But this year we be­
gan visiting outlying sections and we found people who had never heard. 
It is time for us to enlarge our borders. Brother Hale was with me 
when we visited one home in Livingston, Tennessee. We found an old 
man on his death bed. We talked with him about his soul. He had told 
his daughter that he had put off seeking the Lord too long and could not 
be saved. But when we poured out our hearts to God for that old man, 
his soul was saved right there. If we had not made that contact, I won­
der if that man's blood would have been on our hands. There is a re­
sponsibility and I feel it is laid upon me, and by the help of God my 
circle is going to enlarge a little. The Church of God is for every county

just as it is for the immediate section where you and I have been mak­
ing our little circles. I believe we can take it to every county." 

All the Tennessee ministers came to the platform and there was much 
shouting and rejoicing in the Lord. Then the Tennessee members rushed 
to the platform and the shouting and rejoicing continued. There were 
messages and interpretations. Through these messages and interpreta­
tions the approval of the Holy Ghost was placed on the Big Business 
Program and the Church was encouraged to carry it out as outlined with 
the promise that God would bless and prosper the efforts put forth in 
it. The Lord continued to bless as the song "Keep On The Firing Line" 
was sung. Other ministers came on the platform with posters boosting 
the work of the Big Business Program. The Lord continued to pour out 
His blessings upon His people, not only on the platform but in various 
parts of the building. 

7 :24 p.m.-The congregation stood and prayed in concert in behalf of 
those for whom requests had been made and for our missionaries. 

7 :32 p.m.-The last praise service of the Assembly was conducted by 
Clara Lang with Beulah Miracle singing at intervals. Sister Clara in­
troduced the "Kentucky Wonders"-Beulah Miracle, Bessie Wilson, Damie 
Brackett and herself. Clara said they came up in the Big Business Pro­
gram. They began their evangelistic work together in the twenties. Each 
of them testified, then the congregation praised the Lord by sections. At 
the close Sister Beulah sang "Troublesome Waters,"  and played the piano 
under the power of the Holy Ghost while the congregation was standing. 

7 :51  p.m.-Songs by the Broadcast Record Club singers and music by 
the Bahama and String Bands, directed by Thomas Duncan. Brother 
Duncan . called on several to sing whose songs are heard on records, also 
the Bahama Band played a selection. At the last Brother M. S. Curry 
and the String Band played "Goodbye, World, Goodbye." The congre­
gation stood and clapped their hands, then began singing with the band. 
People began to shout and praise the Lord. A march was started on 
the platform, while some waved handkerchiefs, others clapped their hands 
and still others danced and spoke in other tongues. After a time of re­
j oicing there was a message in tongues and the interpretation followed. 
In this the people were assured of the fact that God loved them and 
He would be with them as they carried the message to others who are 
waiting for it. They were exhorted to be faithful, humble and obedient. 
Another message and interpretation followed and the people continued 
to feast on the blessings from above. 

8 :59 p.m.-While the people were still rej oicing in the Lord the Gen­
eral Overseer told Brother D. H. Queener, Foreign Mission Secretary, to 
preach if he could. He fell to his knees and another message in tongues 
was given and the interpretation followed. The people were urged to 
be humble and to walk softly before the Lord. The General Overseer 
asked all who could to bow on their knees before God. A mighty prayer 
followed. 

9:10 p.m.-At the close of the prayer Brother Queener invited people 
to the altar. They began coming and in a short time the altar was filled. 
Others knelt where they were and still others fell on their faces be­
fore God wherever they could find space. This was a most powerful altar 
service with many crying out to God while hundreds of others were 
either helping the seekers or singing or rejoicing in the Lord. This con­
tinued until late with hundreds of people present. The blessings of the 
Lord were so real that no one seemed to want to leave. Ministers were 
hugging each other and showing their love one to another. God won-
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derfully visited His people in this Sunday night service from the be­
ginning to the end. It was impossible to keep an accurate account of 
experiences because there were so many praying in various places, but 
the record we have shows twenty-one saved, twenty sanctified and thirty­
six baptized with the Holy Ghost and fire. 

Monday, September 1 4  

6:00 a.m.-Sunrise prayer . service conducted by Brother A. W. Webb. 
The service was opened with a concert prayer in behalf of the com­
mittees and the work of the Assembly throughout the day. Brother Webb 
led the song service, then all ministers present joined together in prayer. 
Another selection was sung and Brother Webb read Acts 20:28 and Ephe­
sians 2 :19 .  He spoke a few words, then gave those in attendance an 
opportunity to testify. The testimonies were interspersed with songs. The 
Ohio Singers sang "Feeling Mighty Fine." The service was dismissed with 
a concert prayer. 

8:30 a.m.-Organ music by Emma Lou Moore. 
8:40 a.m.-Program by Wisconsin delegates, directed by the Overseer, 

Charles G. Hawkins. This was a program of songs and testimonies. 
8:53 a.m.-Song service led by A. B. Woodruff, Ima Jewell Woodruff at 

the piano and Emma Lou Moore at the organ. Billy Riggs read Proverbs 
3 : 1-7 .  G. M. Jose prayed at the pulpit while the congregation stood 
with bowed heads, then all joined in a concert prayer for those for whom 
requests were made. 

9:04 a.m.-Gabriel Montijo, Jr. led the Spanish delegates in singing in 
Spanish "Jesus Hold My Hand." 

9 :10 a.m.-Message by J. A. Jimenez, Field Secretary . .  He delivered 
the message in Spanish and it was interpreted by Brother Daniel Abrego. 
He used for a text Ephesians 1 : 10-"That in the dispensation of the ful­
ness of times he might gather together in one all things in Christ, both 
which are in heaven, and which are on earth; even in him." A portion 
of the message follows: 

"The thought I want to bring before you is not about uniting the 
children of God, but about the dispensation of the fulness of times. Con­
sidering this dispensation, the things that are taking place in these days 
in which we live, they are days about which the prophets spoke. We 
are seeing these things as they take place, but the prophets saw them 
only through the Spirit of God. I am glad that I have had the privilege 
to be able to participate in the things that they saw. As they were 
moved upon by the Holy Ghost, they looked down to our day and saw 
us taking part in this dispensation. And the time will come when He 
will gather together all things in Christ both which are in heaven and in 
earth. In heaven everything is in order. There is no contrary thing. All 
things are according to the will of God. There is no angel or arch­
angel that might think of doing something contrary to God's will. In 
the Church, sometimes we can't make things go as we want them to go 
in line with the plan of the Bible, but in due time great things will be 
accomplished. 

"One day in heaven the devil dared to go contrary to God. He was in 
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great opposition to God, but he was the loser and he was cast out of 
heaven to the earth. Now this great enemy is confronting us. He moves 
in many ways to confuse the • minds of people so they will not do the will 
of God. But one day God sent His Son and the time will come when 
heaven will be moved, the earth will be moved and man will be moved. 
It is not impossible that one day something universally might happen 
as last night. From 1947 I have been attending the Assembly and I have 
never seen such a wonderful service as that one last night. It was 
something glorious to me. What took place last night makes me think 
of the time when God will work with us and the world will be moved 
by the power of the Holy Ghost so people who are confused may see 
clearly that God is dwelling in Zion and they will come to it. As the 
angel Gabriel appeared to Daniel, so an angel or legion of angels may 
appear on this platform to give us a helping hand that we may be able 
to do the whole 'will of God. All things written concerning the Church 
must be fulfilled and we are nearing the time for many things to be 
brought to pass." At the close of the message the congregation stood and 
rejoiced with Brother Jimenez. 

9:32 a.m.-Wilburn Curtis sang "The Church of God, the Church of 
Prophecy." William Porter sang "Give Me the Flowers While I Live." 

9:40 a.m.-Report of Field Secretary, C .  R. Payne. 
The report was accepted by the Assembly in regular order.

Report of the Fore ig n  Mission Committee 

to the 54th Annua l  Genera l Assembly 

To the 54th Annual Assembly of the Church of  God of Prophecy-Greetings: 
We are all aware of the fact that our work is far from being completed 

in subjugating the world to Christ but we are thankful for the progress 
the Church has made in various parts of the world. The countries reached 
since last Assembly are: St. Lucia, W. I., Curacao, N. A., Holland and 
Saskatchewan, Canada. The Foreign Mission Committee is now send­
ing allotments to 45 countries and provinces. 

The Committee prepared posters for the October and March Foreign 
Mission Drives, for the purpose of calling to the attention of our peo­
ple the great need of the foreign fields. These drives fill an important 
place in supplementing the mission funds and we are thankful for the 
increase of $2,733.94 during the March Drive over any previous Foreign 
Mission month's offering. With this wonderful missionary spirit that has 
prevailed throughout the year, we feel sure that our people will not 
fail to keep it burning in their hearts until the offerings will increase 
from time to time. 

We are also thankful for the total of $4,565.45 received in Christmas 
and special offerings from various donors to be sent directly to our mis­
sion fields for the work or the personal use of our overseers. This is 
an increase of $1 ,046.73 over last year's receipts. 

We want to thank all who sent in used clothing for shipment to our 
mission fields. We were able to ship 55 boxes weighing a total of 1 1 ,000 
pounds, containing 12,333 pieces of clean, wearable clothing. 

Your Foreign Mission Committee has tried to disburse the Mission Funds, 
which the Church committed to their care, in a trustworthy manner.

E. L. Higdon, Field Representative. 
Mathie Chastain was presented with a nice table clock for obtaining 

356 subscriptions during the Assembly. 
L. O. Johnson was awarded a Thompson Chain Reference Bible for ob­

taining 307 subscriptions. 
Luther Brown was awarded a Bible for obtaining 74 subscriptions. 
Clarence LaRue was presented with a Crudens Concordance for ob­

taining 58 subscriptions. 
The Field Representative stated that the subscription workers obtained 

936 subscriptions during the Assembly. He mentioned that Nevada and 
South Dakota have every church home receiving the White Wing Mes­
senger, and that three churches have as many subscriptions as they have 
members. These are Rossville, Douglasville and Pittman Chapel, all in 
Georgia. 

10:20 a.m.-Report of the Questions and Subjects Committee. 
The report was read by the secretary, Boyd Thornton. Each section 

was accepted by the Assembly, then the entire report was accepted in 
regular order. 

Questions and Subjects Committee Report 

We, your Questions and Subjects Committee, have done our utmost 
to give just and fair consideration to all matters brought before · us for 
presentation to this Assembly. After much prayer, sincere discussion and 
consideration, we humbly submit the following report: 

SECTION 1 

This committee appreciates the Annual Address of our General Over­
seer to this 54th Annual Assembly. We feel that our prayers, words of 
encouragement and our heartfelt co-operation is due him in his position 
of great responsibility. We should hold him up in esteem before our 
fellow brethren at all times and keep a burning compassion in our heart 
for him as he faces the many problems that come before the Church 
We recommend that this Assembly give him a standing ovation in appre­
ciation of his address and also as an expression of our gratitude to him 
for his untiring efforts to lead the Church on to perfection. 

SECTION 2 

We recommend that the eligibility of a local church to obtain an honor 
stone not be based on set financial requirements. We further recom­
ment that all requirements to obtain an honor stone be based on Scrip­
tural grounds. However, it is our desire that every member of the Church 
be a member of the C. P. M. A., and that it be boosted by the pastors 
and C. P. M. A. leaders in the local churches. Also, that the pastors 
and A. B. M. leaders boost their churches to be one hundred per cent 
in the Emergency Fund. 
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Note: Since the above recommendation is in conflict with previous rul­
ings of the Assembly, the C. P. M. A. Committee believes that the same re­
quirements for an Honor Stone last year should be continued this year, 
and that at the next Assembly the above recommendation should be re­
considered. 

SECTION 3 

In article 80, page 73 of the Church Business Guide, the instructions 
are as follows: "Except on questions of order and in performing the 
necessary routine of his office, the moderator should never discuss any 
question nor address the members from the chair. If he wished to dis­
cuss any question that is before the church or to bring some question 
before the church, he should ask the deacon or one of the leading mem­
bers to take the chair, whereupon he should take his seat with the mem­
bers and speak only when recognized by the chair." 

We recommend this reading be revised since this practice is not in 
keeping with the teachings of the Church. No lay member has authority 
to conduct a business meeting, neither does · a pastor have authority to 
appoint anyone to conduct a business meeting. And the pastor does have 
authority to discuss a question and to address a member from the chair� 

SECTION 4 

The first part of section five of the Questions and Subjects Committee 
report to the 53rd Annual Assembly reads thus: "We recommend that 
five per cent of the auxiliary funds remaining in the state treasury after 
the state convention, effective next year, 1959, be sent to the General 
Treasurer to form a pool from which to draw to help the widows of de­
ceased ministers." 

We recommend that this be revised to read, "Five per cent of the mis­
sionary funds coming into the state treasury after the state convention." 

SECTION 5 

With reference to the portion of the General Overseer's Annual Ad­
dress under the heading, "Against the Use of Tobacco, Opium, Morphine, 
etc.," we recommend that relief be given by permitting employees to 
handle tobacco where it is required on their jobs. This committee feels, 
however, that the employee should try to remedy this situation by get­
ting another job as soon as he can. If further questions concerning the 
handling of tobacco under other circumstances should come up, we recom­
mend that the decision be in the hands of the presbytery for consideration 
and disposal. 

SECTION 6 

We recommend that the matter of the time of changing pastors from 
the last Sunday in July to the last Sunday in August be brought on the 
floor for discussion in this General Assembly. 

Note: After some discussion the decision was reached that the pastors' 
year close on the last Sunday in August. 

SECTION 7 

This committee recommends a discussion as to how this Assembly stands 
concerning the appointment of pastors by · the state overseers. 

Note: After much discussion, and at the suggestion of the General Over-
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seer, it was decided by the Assembly that the pastors be appointed by 
the state overseer for another year. The cause for the greatest dissat­
isfaction seemed to be with the method used by the overseers and they 
were instructed to change their methods, if necessary, to satisfy the pas­
tors and members as much as possible. 

SECTION 8 

We recommend that a pamphlet or book be printed bringing us up to 
date on the rulings of the Assembly that are now in effect, and made 
available for sale to ministers and members at a reasonable price. 

SECTION 9 

We recommend that the question of property deeds in states or countries 
where our uniform deed cannot be used be left in the hands of the Gen­
eral Trustees. We further recommend that the Church of God of Proph­
ecy be registered in every country where we have property. 

SECTION 10 
The 53rd Annual Assembly approved a recommendation by the Ques­

tions and Subjects Committee for the formation of a fund to assist the 
widows of deceased ministers. It was agreed that five per cent of the 
auxiliary funds remaining in the state treasury after the state conven­
tion was to be sent to the General Treasurer to form the fund. The 
amount for that purpose is now $8,388.22, which will allow the Minis­
terial Aid Committee to care for a limited number of widows. 

The Committee also recommended that the Ministerial Aid Committee 
present to them in the 54th Assembly a plan to supplement the above said 
fund. In response to this request the Ministerial Aid Committee submits 
the following proposal: 

The Ministerial Aid Committee has investigated the possibility of form­
ing an insurance association for the dual purpose of providing low cost 
insurance for our people and to provide an income source from the profits 
realized from the insurance premiums, which will be used to supple­
ment the said fund for widows. The investigation for the formation of 
such an organization has produced very favorable possibilities, not only 
that it would be profitable to the Church but also provide a much needed 
service for our people. 

The insurance laws of Tennessee provide for the organization and opera­
tion of this type of beneficial association. For approval by the state we 
must first obtain a minimum of 300 members between the ages of 16 and 
65 as policy holders. We must deposit $2,000 with the state of Tennes­
see to insure that the policyholders' premiums will be returned should 
the organization not be effected. This organization would not be in­
corporated and would be tax free. After the organization has been ef­
fected, should the membership ever drop below 400, the charter would 
become null and void. 

We therefore recommend that this Assembly instruct the Ministerial 
Aid Committee to proceed with the formation of • such a beneficial in­
surance company. The limitation details of such an insurance company 
would be worked out by the Ministerial Aid Committee. 

SECTION 1 1  

According t o  the Bible we are living i n  perilous times. The conditions 
about us verify this fact. There is much in the way of private interpre-
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tation of the Scriptures resulting in erroneous doctrine with disturb­
ing results. We recommend that each auxiliary be operated under the 
General Assembly and the General Overseer. We further recommend 
that no teaching be advanced that the Church will be perfected by any 
one auxiliary in the Church. The ministry is given for the perfecting of 
the saints according to Ephesians 4:1 1 - 13 which reads as follows: "And 
he gave some, apostles; and some, prophets; and some, evangelists; and 
some, pastors and teachers; For the perfecting of the saints, for the work 
of the ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ: Till we all come 
in the unity of the faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of God, unto 
a perfect man, unto the measure of the stature of the fulness of Christ." 
As the saints are taught and walk in the light, the Church will be edi­
fied and built up to the knowledge of the Son of God, unto a perfect 
man, unto the measure of the stature of the fulness of Christ. 

Question. Will the bride come out of the Church, or will the Church 
be the bride? 

Answer. We will quote the answer of our former General Overseer to 
a similar question on page 53 of the Minutes of the 27th Annual Assembly: 
" I  tell you what I believe you had better do-I believe you had better leave 
that with the bride and the Bridegroom. The Bridegroom knows who He 
wants, and I don't think I will tell it. I will say, however, that there 
are several Scriptures that indicate that not all the Church will be the 
bride, and there are also some that make it look like they are all the 
bride. And I am not far enough along to say. I have decided to talk 
about it like the Bible says. He is going to present IT to Himself a 
glorious Church, and that is the whole Church." 

Question. Does it take the covenant to make us members of the Church 
of God? 

Answer. We quote Ephesians 5:31 ,  32.  "For this cause shall a man leave 
his father and mother, and shall be joined unto his wife, and they two 
shall .be one flesh. This is a great mystery: but I speak concerning Christ 
and the church." This Scripture and others convince this committee that 
the covenant is necessary. Our former General Overseer gave this state­
ment in the 27th Annual Assembly, page 53 of the Assembly Minutes: 
"The main thing is the covenant administered by a person vested with 
the proper authority, but the right hand of fellowship is considered a 
part of the ceremony." 

Question. Is it more important to turn out members in order to get 
an honor stone or forego the honor stone and try to save the members? 

Answer. We feel that as long as there is a prospect of restoring such 
a one that we should forego the honor stone, if necessary, and try to save 
the member. 

Question. Should a minister be allowed to preach things that bring 
confusion and conflict with the doctrine of the Church? If not, who should 
correct or admonish him? 

Answer. A minister should not be allowed to preach anything that brings 
confusion and conflicts with the doctrine of the Church. If he should 
do so, then the attention of the state overseer should be called to it. The 
individual should be admonished and cited by the state overseer to the 
findings and rulings of the General Assembly. If such a one persists 
and continues in the practice, then he should be brought before, and dealt 
with by, the presbytery.

Report of the General Properties Committee 

to the Fifty-Fourth Annual Assembly of 

The Church of God of Prophecy 

During the past church year your committee has maintained the several 
headquarters properties, including the tabernacle, the capitol building, 
the General Overseer's parsonage, and buildings of the Sunday School 
Orphanage and Tomlinson Memorial School. 

The committee granted a number of local churches permission to sell 
or mortgage property, as well as arranged for the purchase and $25,000 
down payment on property bought as a site for a new and larger Assem­
bly tabernacle.

1 1 :50 a.m.-"Wonderful to Be a Laborer in the Vineyard of the Lord," 

message by Audrey Williams. The message in part follows: 
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"Each one who has been working in the vineyard of the Lord knows 
just how wonderful it is to be a laborer. I never would be able to tell 
how much it has meant to me to be able to work in the vineyard of 
the Lord. I have never felt that I have done anything that was worth 
much to others, but it has meant much to me to work for God. I am 
grateful that God let me know about the Church of God and that He 
gave me the privilege to work in it. 

"The Scripture tells us that the Son of man is as a man taking a far 
journey who left his house and gave authority to his servants and to 
every man his work. I believe this means not only men but every mem­
ber of the Church. There is special work for everyone of us to do. There 
is plenty of work to do. It seems the more we labor for God, the more 
there is to do. A laborer is one who toils with physical strength and 
we know it takes energy to be a laborer in the vineyard of the Lord. 

"We read here of a householder who went out early in the morning to 
hire laborers. He agreed with those he found that they should work 
in the vineyard for a penny a day. About the third hour he went out and 
found people who were idle and sent them into his vineyard. I wonder 
how many of us are idle. Of course, I don't know, but I do know the 
Lord wants everyone to be a laborer. There is a great responsibility 
resting upon the Church today and each one needs to work for the night 
is coming when no man can work. The householder told those he sent 
to the vineyard the third hour that he would pay them whatsoever was 
right. There is no need for us to worry about what our reward will 
be. God will see that we get what is right. The man made the same 
agreement with those he found idle at the sixth and ninth and even the 
eleventh hours. There are people who have been idle for years. We can't 
do anything about the days we have idled away, but we can do some­
thing about today. When the householder paid those who worked in 
the vineyard he gave each of them a penny. Each one who worked re­
ceived the same amount. It is not a matter of how many years we have 
worked for the Lord, the important thing is to work until it is finished. 

"The Bible tells of a man who had two sons and he told them to go 
work in his vineyard. One said he would go but did not. The other 
said he would not go but changed his mind and went. We find people 
who are always talking about what they are going to do but they never 
get around to it. Good intentions are wonderful, but they are not worth 
anything if they are not carried out. Not everyone is called to preach. 
Not everyone is called to teach. But there is work for everyone to do. 
In the Prayer Crusade and the census work this year, there was some­
thing for every individual to do, and I long to see the time when every 
member of the Church will step out and move forward for God. 

"Paul said in writing to the church at Corinth that he couldn't write 
to them as spiritual because they were carnal. One said he was of Paul 
and another said he was of Apollos. Paul told them that he planted and 
Apollos watered, but it was God that gave the increase. He said that 
he that planted and he that watered were one, and it makes no dif­
ference what positions we fill, we are all just one and we are work­
ing for the same thing. But Paul said that every man would receive his 
reward according to his own labor. Some people may feel they can 
get by without doing anything but we know that every man shall re­
ceive his own reward according to his labor. We will not be rewarded 
according to the labor of the pastor or overseer or someone else, we 
will be rewarded according to our own labor. That makes me want to 
work for God. Just working in a half-hearted manner, just doing some-
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thing occasionally, working for the Lord today and not doing anything 
for Him tomorrow, that doesn't satisfy me, and I don't believe it does 
the Lord. We are going to have to be in this with our whole heart and 
soul. 

"One time when Jesus was teaching the people they pressed upon Him 
and he saw two ships but the fishermen were out washing their nets. 
Jesus entered Simon's ship and asked him to thrust out a little way 
from the land. He sat down there and taught the people. When he had 
finished he told Simon to launch out into the deep and let down his 
nets for a draught. Simon told Him they had toiled all night and taken 
nothing, but he would obey His word. To toil is to use physical strength, 
and Simon and the others had worked all night without any results. I 
have fished some in small streams where I could stay on the bank, and 
that is the way many of us work for the Lord. We have stayed around 
home or gone where we know we will be taken care of. But Jesus told 
Simon to launch out into the deep. Get out there, Simon, where you will 
have to depend upon Me. Get out there where you can't take care of 
yourself. That is what the Lord wants us to do. He wants us to go at His 
command and do what He bids us to do. 

"Those fishermen had come to shore and were washing their nets. I 
wonder if some of our ministers have washed their nets and hung them 
up to dry, so to speak. You know sometimes we forget we are not our 
own. We have been bought with a price, and we can't always do what 
we want to do, but we have to go where the Lord wants us to go and 
do what He wants us to do. Simon was willing to go at the command 
of the Lord. When he launched out into the deep and let down the nets 
they enclosed a great multitude of fish. Even though they had toiled all 
night and caught nothing and their efforts were in vain, yet they tried 
again. They put forth another effort and there were great results. There 
is a reward today for those who will go at the command of the Lord. It 
is wonderful to be a laborer in the vineyard of the Lord."

Ways and Means Committee Report 

To the 54th Annual Assembly, Greetings: 
We, your Ways and Means Committee, beg leave to report as follows: 
1. We recommend that the Emergency Fund be continued and that each 

member pay $1.00 to the fund each year, and that the present system 
of collecting these emergency dollars be continued. 

2. We recommend that the plan of each member giving a love offer­
ing each month to increase the fourth Sunday offering for the state 
overseer be continued, and that the pastor and band leaders see to it that 
this plan is carried out in all churches one hundred per cent. 

3. We recommend that all V. L. B., Sunday School, Mission, C. P. M. A., 
White Wing Publishing House, Orphanage and B. T. C. tithes be placed 
in the General Tithes Fund and that the allotments of the following · be 
paid out of this fund, the allotments aforesaid are as follows: 

We recommend that the Editor and Publisher of the White Wing Mes-
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senger be paid $5,000 per year and incidental expenses, plus any and 
all personal necessities; the General Treasurer $375 per month and in­
cidental expenses, the Assistant Publisher and Business Manager, the 
Assistant Editor, Sunday School Editor, the Foreign Mission Secretary 
and the General Overseer's private secretary $375 per month. The Field 
Secretary No. 1, Field Secretary No. 2, Field Secretary No. 3, General 
A. B. M. and S. 0. P. A. Secretary, General W. M. B. Secretary, General 
Sunday School Secretary, General V. L. B. Secretary, General C. P. M. A. 
Secretary, Foreign Language Secretary, General B. T. C. Superintendent, 
Sunday School Orphanage Superintendent, Publishing Department Rep­
resentative, Radio Department Manager, and Visual Department Director 
be paid $350 per month. 

4. We recommend that the question of pay for incidental expense in­
curred by some of the general workers be left to the discretion of the 
General Overseer and the General Treasurer. 

5. We recommend that the overseers of states and territories receive 
a substantial amount if funds are available for their service, said amount 
not to exceed $355 per month and expenses. Any amount above $355 
per month and expenses received each month by the state and terri­
torial overseers from the tithes of the local churches, we recommend 
that ten per cent of the same be sent to the state treasurer to be placed 
in the fund for the auxiliary secretaries; the remaining ninety per cent 
to be divided equally, sending half to the state treasurer to be placed 
in the General State Fund and half to Headquarters Treasurer monthly. 
This does not include offerings and poundings received by the overseer. 

6. We recommend that ten per cent of the amount of surplus tithes left 
in the local church treasury at the end of the year be sent to the state 
treasurer for the support of the state secretaries. The remaining ninety 
per cent to be divided equally, forty-five per cent to Headquarters Treas­
urer and forty-five per cent to the state treasurer to be disbursed by 
the state overseer and State Finance and Appropriations Committee to 
help pastors of weaker churches. 

7. We recommend that ten per cent of the tithes received each month 
by the local church treasurer be sent with his report to General Head­
quarters Treasurer and that the same amount be sent to the state overseer. 

8. We recommend that the pastor receive an amount not to exceed 
$355 per month out of the tithes of the local church after headquarters 
and the state overseer have received their portion, if funds are avail­
able. This does not include offerings and poundings received by the 
pastor. 

9. We recommend that the tithes of non-members that are paid into 
the local church treasury should be paid out through the regular chan­
nel the same as the tithes of members. 

10. We recommend that all ministers and churches observe the rul­
ing of the Assembly with reference to the use of the tithe money which 
is: "The tithes are for the support of the ministry only." 

1 1. We recommend that each and every state overseer see to it that 
all state convention offerings raised in his state be executed only as 
authorized by the Assembly. 

12.  We recommend that all give perfect co-operation to our faithful 
General Overseer in putting into practice all the rulings of the Assembly.

1 .  We wish to commend the ministry, members and friends of the

2 .  We recommend that all Sunday Schools with an average attendance 
of fifty or less contribute $ 1 .00 per year; all Sunday Schools with an 
average attendance of over fifty and less than one hundred contribute 
$ 1 .50 per year; and all Sunday Schools with an average of one hundred 
and over contribute $2.00 per year for the expense of the Assembly.

The Present F inancia l System of the 

Church of God of Prophecy 

(NOTE TO MINISTERS AND TREASURERS. Please fill out all re­
ports accurately, giving names and addresses where called for and other 
information needed. Write or print plainly so it can be easily read. Be 
sure all amounts shown are correct. If any further assistance in filling 
out reports is needed, write J. R. Kinser, Treasurer, Box 658, Cleveland, 
Tennessee. ) 

1. TITHES. All members should pay their tithes into the treasury of 
the local church where they belong. All ministers should send the tithes 
of income from the ministry with their monthly reports to headquarters, 
and tithes ·on income outside the ministry, should be paid into the treasury 
of the local churches where they belong. The treasurer of the local 
church is to send ten per cent of tithes received each month with the 
treasurer's report to J. R. Kinser, Treasurer, Box 658, Cleveland, Ten­
nessee, and the same amount to the State Overseer. The balance of the 
tithes is in the hands of the local church and treasurer to pay the pas­
tor for his services. The Assembly has agreed that a pastor may receive 
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$355 per month from the tithes, if funds are available. Ten per cent of 
the surplus tithes left in the local church treasury at the end of the 
Assembly year, August 31 ,  1960 is to be sent to the state treasurer for 
the support of the state secretaries. The remaining ninety per cent to 
be divided equally, forty-five per cent to headquarters treasurer and 
forty-five per cent to the state treasurer to be disbursed by the state 
overseer and State Finance and Appropriations Committee to help pas­
tors of weak churches. State overseers are to receive no more than 
$355 per month and expenses from the tithes of the local churches. 
This does not include offerings and poundings received by the overseer. 
Any amount above $355 and expenses, ten per cent of the same is to 
be sent to the state treasurer each month to be placed in the fund for the 
auxiliary secretaries; the remaining ninety per cent is to be divided equally, 
send half to the state treasurer to be placed in the General State Fund, 
and half to Headquarters Treasurer monthly. The Assembly has ruled 
that tithes are for the support of the ministry only. Surplus tithes re­
ceived by headquarters are in the hands of the General Overseer and 
General Treasurer to aid overseers in states not self-supporting. Ten 
per cent of all tithes received at headquarters is to be placed in the 
Ministerial Aid Fund. 

Tithes of non-members that are paid into the local church treasury 
should be paid out through the regular channel the same as the tithes of 
members. 

2. SUNDAY SCHOOL. Ten per cent of all Sunday School offerings 
should be given to the local church treasurer to send to headquarters 
with his monthly report and the same amount sent to the state treas­
urer to be placed in the General State Fund. 

3. ORPHANAGE. All Sunday School Orphanage offerings are to be 
held by the local church treasurer and turned in at the state convention 
and Assembly. Ten per cent of the state convention orphanage offerings 
is to be sent to the General Treasurer and an equal amount to the state 
treasurer. The balance is sent to the General Treasurer for the support 
of the orphanage. Ten per cent of the Assembly Offering from each state 
is to be sent to the respective state treasurer for the General State Fund 
by the General Treasurer. 

4. EMERGENCY FUND. All ministers and members are to pay one 
dollar per year into the treasury of the local churches where their mem­
bership is, and the treasurer should send with his monthly report all 
emergency dollars turned in to him that month. Ten per cent of all 
emergency money received at headquarters is to be placed in the Min­
isterial Aid Fund. 

5. MISSION MONEY. The second Sunday Missionary offerings and 
money raised by other means are to be held by the local church treas­
urer and turned in at the state convention and Assembly. Ten per cent 
of the- State Convention Missionary offering is to be sent to the Gen­
eral Treasurer and an equal amount to the state treasurer. Half of the 
remainder is left in the state to be placed in the General State Fund, 
and half sent to the General Treasurer as Foreign Mission money. Five 
per cent of the forty per cent of the mission funds coming into the state 
treasury after the state convention should be sent to the General Treas­
urer to assist in the support of widows of deceased ministers. All mis­
sion money collected in the special March and October drives is to be 
sent to the General Treasurer as Foreign Mission money. All mission 
offerings at the Assembly are turned in to the General Treasurer as 
Foreign Mission money. Ten per cent of the Assembly offering from 
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each state is to be sent to the respective state treasurer for the Gen­
eral State Fund by the General Treasurer. Ten per cent of the mission 
money received at headquarters is to be placed in the Ministerial Aid 
Fund. 

6. FOURTH SUNDAY OFFERING. The fourth Sunday has been set 
apart by the Assembly for every local church to take up a special offer­
ing for the state overseer. This should not be overlooked or neglected. 
This is also the time for the pastor or other selected person to turn over 
to the treasurer the money which has been collected by the A. B. M. 
leaders. After the treasurer has taken out ten per cent of these offerings 
to be sent to the state treasurer, the balance should be sent to the state 
overseer. Do NOT send any of this fund to headquarters. In addition 
to this offering every month, each local church is instructed to take a 
pounding for the state overseer once or twice a year. 

7. V. L. B.  OFFERINGS. Fifty-five per cent of the regular weekly 
offerings is to be turned in at the state convention along with any other 
Free Literature money raised in any manner. After the state conven­
tion these offerings should be kept in the local church treasury until 
time to send them in for the Assembly Free Literature Offering. The 
remaining forty-five per cent of the weekly offering may be kept in the 
local band for expenses. Ten per cent of all Free Literature money 
turned in at the state convention should be sent to the General Treas­
urer and twenty per cent to the state treasurer to be placed in the Gen­
eral State Fund. The remaining seventy per cent is to be sent to the 
White Wing Publishing House. All Free Literature money raised at the 
Assembly is to be turned over to the White Wing Publishing House. 
Ten per cent of the Assembly offering from each state is to be sent to 
the respective state treasurer for the General State Fund by the White 
Wing Publishing House. Ten per cent of all Free Literature money re­
ceived at headquarters is to be placed in the Ministerial Aid Fund and 
the balance may be disbursed under the direction of the Church Publishing 
Committee. 

8. ASSEMBLY EXPENSE. In order to assist in taking care of the ex­
pense of the Annual Assemblies, the state overseers are asked each year to 
collect funds as noted below, and send same to the General Treasurer. 

(a )  $ 1 .00 from each minister. 
(b)  $1 .00 from each Victory Leaders Band. 
(c )  $ 1 .00 from each Womens Missionary Band. 
(d)  $1 .00 from each Sunday School with an average attendance of fifty 

or less . 
( e) $ 1 .50 from each Sunday School with an average attendance of over 

fifty but less than one hundred. 
(f)  $2.00 from each Sunday School with an average attendance of one 

hundred or over. 
9. CHURCH OF PROPHECY MARKER ASSOCIATION. To be a mem­

ber of the Church of Prophecy Marker Association requires the pay:ment 
of $5.00 a year. This $5 .00 may be paid any time during the year; how­
ever, for the local church to receive credit in the Honor Stone Pro­
gram, it must be paid before the honor sheet is filled out by the pastor. 

In foreign fields, those becoming members are required to pay the 
amount of a day's wages, if this amount is not over $5 .00 .  

The C. P. M. A. committee decided that the C.  P. M. A. offerings re­
ceived in the local churches be held for the state convention the same 
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as other auxiliary offerings. These offerings are to be sent to head­
quarters, half of which will be used to finance state projects in Fields of 
the Wood, and half will be sent to the state treasurer to be used in the 
support of the Airplane Program, Visual Department, and any work in 
the state in connection with the C. P. M. A. 

Ten per cent of all C.  P. M. A. funds received at headquarters is sent 
to the treasurer of the state and the same amount is turned over to the 
General Treasurer. 

All C. P. M. A. funds belonging to headquarters should be sent to M. A. 
Tomlinson, Bible Place, Cleveland, Tennessee. 

10 .  BIBLE TRAINING CAMP. Weekly classes are to be conducted in 
all our local churches for the purpose of acquainting our people more 
perfectly with the doctrine and practices of the Church. The pastor is 
responsible for these classes. Freewill offerings are to be received in the 
classes to assist in getting the teachings and practices of the Church 
to the foreign countries through Bible ·Training Camp. These offerings 
are to be turned in at the state convention.

WHEREAS the said Trustees were authorized to prepare a suitable 
deed form, which has been done, and a copy of same is attached to this 
resolution for insertion in the Minutes: therefore, 

BE IT RESOLVED by this 47th Annual Assembly of the Church of 
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God of Prophecy, held in Cleveland, Tennessee, September 9-15 ,  1952, 
that, wherever possible under the existing laws of the state or county, 
this uniform deed be used when having property conveyed to local trustees 
to hold for the Church of God of Prophecy, and that in other cases where 
another deed form must be used, the provision that local trustees may 
not sell, convey or encumber the property without the written consent 
of the General Trustees at Cleveland, Tennessee, be incorporated in the 
deed form used. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that trustees to hold title to local church 
property for the Church of God of Prophecy be selected by the local 
church in either a regular or a called business meeting, said trustees to 
sell, convey or encumber such property only when authorized to · do so 
by the local church in a regular or called business meeting and con­
sent of the General Trustees secured.

World Must Be Evange l ized 

It will take good organization and systematic methods to accomplish 
this task. 

God's power is demonstrated in proportion to the unity and oneness of 
His people. 

The members of the early Church were all of one accord, steadfast in 
the apostles' doctrine and fellowship, and the multitude that believed 
were of one heart and one soul, and great grace was upon them all, and 
mighty results followed as a consequence of their perfect unity and care­
ful organization. 

We must banish from our minds the thoughts of individual or local in­
dependence and haphazard spasmodic efforts. 

Pull together, pull at once, pull steadily all the time is the road to 
success. 

All members should be ready to center their minds and prayers on 
the one thing as a unit when calls for special prayer are made. Each one 
should feel his or her part of the responsibility, remembering that when 
one member fails it cripples or dwarfs the body until the matter pending 
may fail. 

I n structions-Loca l Chu rch Officers 

1. Pastor when possible. It is necessary always to have some one selected 
as leader of the flock. It is the duty of the overseer of the state or 
province to see that every local church in his territory has a pastor or 
leader. 

2. Clerk for every local church. It is the duty of the clerk to keep a 
close and careful record of the business and work of the Church, make a 
record and give date of organization, record the name and date of every 
one that joins, the name and date of every one excluded and for what 
cause. Keep a record of deaths, giving date of same. 
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Clerks should be selected at the last business meeting before each An­
nual Assembly to serve for one year. Same one may be continued from 
year to year if desired. A man or woman can serve in this capacity. 
Care should be taken to select one that can write and compose well. 

The selection should be made by mutual agreement. Talk the matter 
over lovingly and carefully and finally all agree upon one who is able and 
willing to serve. 

3. Treasurer for every local church. If the church has more than one 
deacon it is their duty to select one of their number to act as treas­
urer, and if there is only one deacon, he is treasurer by virtue of his of­
fice. If there are no deacons, a treasurer can be selected in like man­
ner as the clerk. 

NOTE-This is not meant for an ironclad rule. A man not a deacon, 
or a woman may serve as treasurer. 

It is advised that one person serve as both clerk and treasurer when 
it is convenient and satisfactory to the local church. 

Each pastor, with the assistance of the deacons, if the church has 
deacons, should divide his members into bands of ten or twelve in each 
band and a leader over each band selected. The bands might be called 
prayer bands and each leader should keep in close touch with every 
member of his band like a Sunday School teacher her pupils. If any 
should move, the band leader should keep in touch with them in person, 
then communication should be kept up by correspondence. All of this 
is for the mutual, spiritual, temporal and social benefit of the members. 
The pastor should keep in close touch with the band leaders and all the 
work. 

Meetings for business should be held regularly every three months, or 
four each year. In case of special demand for it a meeting may be called 
any time by the pastor, leader or overseer of the state. If necessary a 
short business session can be held at the beginning or close of a meet­
ing for worship. 

It is suggested that where practicable in a locality the first Monday 
night in January, April, July and October, be observed by all local churches 
for their regular quarterly meeting, so as to conserve uniformity and 
concerted action. 

The pastor should act as moderator of all business meetings. In case 
there is no pastor the overseer of the state has authority to act or ap­
point some one to preside. The leader should never act as moderator 
except authorized specifically by the overseer of the state. Where one 
pastor has the care of several churches he can arrange the time for his 
business meetings to suit his convenience. 

Attendance 

Every member, both men and women, should take an interest in and 
make it a point to attend every business session if possible. 

Arrangement 
Moderator, Clerk, Treasurer should occupy seats on the platform. Deacons 

and other ministers near by on either side or close in front of the plat­
form. 
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Order of Business 

( This order is only a suggestion and not meant for an ironclad rule. ) 
Song service by all. Prayer by some one whom the moderator may 

call. Short Scripture lesson, and prayer by the moderator, asking for 
wisdom and direction. Song. 

Clerk read minutes of last regular meeting, also of call meetings, if 
there have been any held. 

Correction of minutes if any. 
Treasurer give his report of finances. He should always give an item­

ized statement of receipts and disbursements and remainder in treasury. 
Leader of W. M. B. give her report of the work of the band, including 

finances-'-receipts and disbursements. 
Superintendent of the V. L. B. give report of the work and progress 

of the band including finances-receipts and disbursements. 
Pastor give report of the A. B. M. and S. 0. P. A. work done, amount 

of money raised each month, number of strays found and brought back 
(Luke 15:4-6 ) ,  and give account of every member of his flock (Hebrews 
13: 17 ) .  

Report of C. P .  M. A.  Leader-number of  members and receipts. 
Report of Church Literature Representative. 
Reception of transferred members. 
Members to transfer if any. 
Unfinished business left over from last meeting. 
New business. 
Miscellaneous business. 
Adjournment by prayer. 
In these meetings matters should be discussed with love, humility and 

meekness. No votes should be taken to decide questions. Everything 
should be done with one accord and questions settled by mutual agree­
ment. If there is division on a matter hold it over until all can agree. 
If one should seem obstinate and contrary, don't run the matter over him, 
but take up his case and investigate the cause of his obstinacy and if 
he shows the good spirit so that he can be heard, then show him courtesy. 
But if he proves to be wrong, then deal with him as the Bible directs. 
After this is all done, take up the original subject and dispose of it in 
harmony and love. 

In case of matters that the local church cannot settle satisfactorily, 
they should call the assistance of the state overseer; if they are still not 
able to reach a satisfactory conclusion, it should be referred to the Gen­
eral Overseer. 

In these business meetings women are to take no open part in dis­
cussing or deciding questions, but should always be there and silently 
pray God to give wisdom and direct the men and show forth God's glory 
in being the glory of the men. 

No one should give a message in tongues to the Church unless there is 
an interpreter present and then only one at a time and not more than 
three in a whole session. 
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Advice to Members 

As a member, you count one and should attend every regular service 
as far as possible. Remember no one can fill your place and the service 
will be that much dwarfed and crippled without your presence. 

Show love and fellowship to everyone without partiality. Don't wait 
for others to greet you, but you greet them. 

Show special courtesy to strangers who may chance to fall in with you 
in your meetings. 

As a rule take part in the singing. 
Be ready for vocal prayer when called on or prompted by the Spirit. 
B� ready for testimony when such is in order. 
Stand by iyour pastor or appointed leader and assist him in every 

way you can. 
Always pray silently for the preacher while he delivers the message. 

Always live a good straight life at home and abroad so no one can 
justly think or speak of you as a hypocrite. 

Guard your conversation. Be careful what you say about a brother, 
sister or anyone. 

Don't be a critic and try to find something in others to criticize. 
Examine yourself occasionally and see if you are in the faith. 
Don't yield to discouragement or despondency. 
Be cheerful and happy and try to make others the same. 
Spend as much time as you can in secret prayer. Give yourself all 

you can to intercessory prayer. Daily prayers and study of God's Word 
are necessary and very important for the spiritual welfare of each child 
of God; therefore, everyone is urged to faithfully maintain as far as is 
possible family worship in your home at least once a day. 

Your dress should be with moderation, neat and clean, but not for 
show. Moderation includes paying moderate prices for clothing, wear­
ing dresses of high-enough necklines, low-enough hemlines, sleeves of 
reasonable length. The wearing of extremely sheer fabrics is unbecom­
ing to a saint and the wearing of shorts in public should never be prac­
ticed. You should never wear gold for ornament or decoration. Finger 
rings, bracelets, earrings, necklaces, lockets and large showy pins-these 
are also unbecoming to a saint of God. Rouge, lipstick, nail polish and 
extremely costly perfumes are used to satisfy the pride of life and there­
fore they should have no place in the lives of those who love God. 
Please read and study the following Scriptures often: 1 Peter 3:3, 4; 1 Tim­
othy 2:9, 10 and 1 John 2:15-17 .  

You should not permit yourself to be trapped by worldly attractions. 
The Bible says, "neither give place to the devil." Dabbling with worldly 
amusements like professional ball games, horse races, stock car races, 
wrestling arenas, skating rinks, motion picture houses or drive-in theaters, 
bowling alleys and going swimming where men and women both use 
the same bathing area would give the devil a foothold or place in your 
life. 

Always tithe your income and put it in the church treasury. Make 
freewill offerings besides your tithes. 

Younger members should not keep company or associate too intimately 
with worldly outsiders. 
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Members should never marry sinners. Great care should be taken, with 
much prayer and careful consideration, regarding matrimony. 

A member who may have a living companion should not marry an­
other under any circumstances even if divorced. Neither should a mem­
ber marry anyone who has a living companion although such person 
may be divorced. 

Children are an heritage from the Lord. Those who have children are 
responsible to teach them at an early age to reverence the house of 
God. This should be done by setting a good example before them and 
by instructing them with such a good spirit that they will have a _strong 
desire to serve the Lord. MINISTERS are to meet all of the require­
ments in being examples to the members by keeping their children under 
reasonable control at all times and by restraining them from running 
about over the house of God especially while the services are in progress. 

The White Wing Messenger is a very important part of the Church 
of God. It should be read regularly each week by each and every mem­
ber and your interest in advertising the Church should be so great that 
when you have finished reading your copy, you would want to pass it 
along to someone else. Every member who possibly can should sub­
scribe and of course each minister is asked to be a "paid-up" subscriber 
and an earnest worker for our church paper-the White Wing Messenger. 

These are the last days and perilous times have come so it will re­
quire much watchfulness and humble prayer on your part to so live 
and act that you will never bring reproach on the worthy name of Christ 
and His Church that you so much love. 

Never form too close an intimacy with the opposite sex even if they 
are brothers and sisters in the Lord. Give no place to the adversary. 
Abstain from the very appearance of evil. 

These kindly instructions and advices are given by those who are watch­
ing for your soul as they that must give an account (Hebrews 13:17 ) ,  
and it is hoped they will be received with the same meek, gentle spirit in 
which they are given. 

Duties of State Overseer 

Each overseer is to have the oversight of his state or territory and as 
much as possible conduct or order a general evangelistic campaign over 
his state during the year. To see that every church is supplied with a 
pastor as much as lies in his power. 

To divide his state or territory into districts and place over each dis­
trict an overseer as previously instructed and practiced. This is not an 
ironclad rule, but it is considered best when there are sufficient churches 
in the state to make it practicable. 

To order or conduct district meetings at intervals during the year for 
the mutual benefit and help of all. Special instructions concerning the 
Church work should be given at these district meetings. 

To hold one state convention each year in some part of the . state most 
convenient for members from all the churches to attend. 

To secure the names and addresses of every Bishop, Deacon and Evan­
gelist located in his state and keep record of same, so he can report to 
the General Overseer, if needed. 
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To secure the location of every church in the state and keep a record 
of same, so as to report this to the General Overseer, if needed. 

To visit every district and church if possible and look after the in­
terests in every way as a pastor over a large circuit. 

When a new organization is effected anywhere in the state, informa­
tion should be sent to the overseer of that state, who should make a 
record of the same, giving date of organization, names of officers, etc. 

Each overseer should be able to know at any time the name and ad­
dress of every minister located in his state. He should also know the 
number of members in his state, keeping a record of the increase as well 
as the decrease, so information can be obtained each year as to the total 
membership. This can be done by keeping in touch with the clerks of 
the churches. 

Every minister and every clerk should take an interest in imparting 
this information to the overseer of their state. 

In co-operation with the General Overseer they will form the pres­
bytery in their respective states. 

Duties of District Overseer 

To moderate business conferences for women preachers who may be 
acting as pastors, and men who may not be licensed if they are taking 
care of churches in his district. 

To do evangelistic work in his district if he has time. If he has a 
district with no churches it is his duty to evangelize and organize churches. 

For convenience it is often thought best for a pastor of a strong church 
in the district to be selected as district overseer so the church can 
serve as a means of his support. 

The district overseers are to be appointed by the state overseers, there­
fore, they are subject to the state overseers. 

Obligation for Membersh i p  in the
