Report of Visual Department Director 
September 1 ,  1 966  to August 3 1 ,  1 967 

To the 62nd annual Assembly of the Church of God, Greetings: 
I am very thankful to have been privileged by the Lord and our Gen­

eral Overseer to serve the Church of God in the capacity of Director 
of the Visual Department for the past 13 years and 10 months. I wish 
to give special acknowledgment to my very co-operative staff of work­
ers who has made it possible for us to do the work we have done this 
year. I am very proud of them-Mazine Bell, my assistant and private 
secretary; Edwina Dasher; Bookkeeper/Receptionist; Frarik Pohlner, Ship­
ping Clerk/General Maintenance; Diana Strickland, Darkroom Tech­
nician and Olen Fiveash who worked part time as Sound Engineer until 
the fire in February. 

This past year we made pictures and prepared articles for the White 
Wing Messenger to boost this department twice a month. We also fur­
nished innumerable pictures for the General Officials for passports and 
advertisements. I made several trips to Tomlinson College and made 
pictures for their year book and historical file. We produced Visual Tour 
slide sets of the White- Wing Publishing House, Radio Department and 
Visual Department. Besides making hundreds of pictures for the Bible 
Training Camp Superintendent and students during -the month of April, 
I also taught lessons on projected visual aides. 
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We shipped 549 films this year and appreciate very much your par­
ticipation in showing the Church films to your local congregations. North 
Carolina was the leading state in film showings and Bahamas showed 
the most films outside the United States. 

This year we saw the crack of dawn on a venture that we have prayed 
for for several years. That was getting the Voice of Salvation on tele­
vision. We were privileged to make a trial film on the program which 
was called a pilot print. The film is being used to study the action of 
the cast, arrangement of sets and to acquaint all concerned with the in­
volvement of a production of this type. I took the film to a television 
station for criticism and they praised it very highly from the standpoint 
of production and programming. As soon as we have a series of 13 films 
ready, they will be glad to put them on television free of charge. The 
film has been placed in our library of free-loan films. 

A much needed film has been produced this year of International Youth 
Camp. You will find it listed in our catalog. We took excerpts from 
the General Overseer's Address last year and produced a film which will 
be of interest to many, especially those who never get to attend the 
Assembly. We also produced for our historical file the section of the Gen­
eral Overseer's Address concerning the location of an Assembly taber­
nacle. A film on the Church flag has been produced and is listed in our 
catalog as "All Nation's Flag." This is very informative and could be 
used in programs showing the displaying of the Church flag. 

The work done in this department on these productions includes set 
lighting, shooting, recording, script writing, script editing, printing work­
prints, editing and synchronizing pictures and sound, matching original 
to workprint, notching A & B .rolls for light changes and effects, print­
ing answer prints and inspecting prints for color and light correction 
before making release prints and many, many other details. 

We have shot the complete footage for a new film on Fields of the 
Wood which is very much in demand. Since some of our old films have 
been discontinued, we have prepared a new film list of all available 
16mm films in our free-loan library. 

Our synchronous 16mm editing machine had to have a major over­
haul this year and this prevented us from doing any editing for about 3 
months. Our machine is now capable of handling 2 reels of film at one 
time synchronized with sound and is the very latest type of ·editing ma­
chine being used in the United States. 

We, too, suffered a great loss in the Publishing House fire. Almost all 
our sound equipment was destroyed. We have replaced a portion of it 
with some very fine portable equipment. We are real proud of a 16mm 
professional camera which is the first new one ever purchased by this 
department. The big lights hanging in the tabernacle are some of those 
added to our lighting equipment for movies. We were permitted to pur­
chase some new electronic lights for our still photography. Some of 
the lights used during the Easter Program in Fields of the Wood were 
provided and installed by the Visual Department. 

We assumed the responsibility of providing sound in the Visual De­
partment Building and the General Office Building and also closed cir-;: 
cuit television for both. Our closed circuit camera was burned in the 
fire; so we have purchased a new one and also a video . .tape recorder 
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which we fee l may be come an impor tant t ool f or us and als o Tomlins on 
C olle ge. 

I atte nde d State C onve ntions in Wy oming, Ore gon and Montana and the 
I nte r national Y outh C amp in Oklahoma. In my tour of t he wes te r n  
s tates , I atte nde d the Socie ty of Motion P icture Te le vis ion Enginee rs

Was hington and Wy oming. I pre ache d  76 se r mons ,  vis ite d 189 homes , 
11 s tates and P ue r to Rico.

• We , yo ur W ays an d Me ans Co mmi ttee , are mos t  grate ful to Go d  for 
His p ro vi den ce in the go ve rn men t o f  the Church o f  Go d, fo r o ur Gen'­
e ral Ove rsee r an d fo r his o uts tan din g address to this Asse mbly . Af te r 
much care ful an d p raye rful de l ibe ration , we be g to le ave the fol lo win g 
repo rt: 

SECTION 1 
We re co mmen d that s in ce the Asse mbly has le ft the de cis ion to the 

Exe cuti ve Co mmittee ( co mpose d o f  the Gene ral Ove rsee r, Gene ral Tre as­
ure r an d M an age r o f  the W hite Win g P ublis hin g  Ho use) to ae te rm ine 
the in ciden tal expenses in curre d  by the gene ral wo rke rs, an d in as mu ch 
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as t he re is a se t amou nt by the gove r nme nt for an e xecu tive wor ke r  to 
rece ive ,  we rec omme nd that this matte r be le ft to the E xecu tive Com­
mittee to ac t as c ircums tances may necess itate. 

We rec omme nd that the ass is tance to full- ti me e vangel is ts c ontinue to 
be le ft to the d isc re tion of the E xecut ive Committee. 

SECTION 2 
1. Whe re as the high c os t  of l ivi ng c ontinues to s pir al u pward , this c om­

mittee is aware of the fi nanc ial hand ic ap of ou r faithful minis te rs who 
se r ve t he Chu rc h. The re fore to hel p  alle viate this s itu ation, we rec om­
me nd tha t  the Ed itor and Pu bl is he r  of the White Wing Messe nge r  be paid 

$150 .00 per wee k  and inc ide ntal e xpe nses plus any and all pe rs onal neces­
s ities. We fu r the r rec omme nd that all ge ne r al wor ke rs appointed by the 
Ge ne r al O ve rsee r rece ive an all otme nt of $1 25 .00 pe r wee k, if fu nds are 
avail able; and that the ques tion of pay for inc ide ntal e xpe nses incu r red 
by these ge ne r al wor ke rs be le ft to the d isc re tion of the Execu tive Com­
mittee c omposed of the Ge ne r al O ve rsee r ,  Ge ne r al Tre asu re r and Man­
age r of the White Wing Pu bl is hing House . 

We rec omme nd that a su m of $15 0 .00 rece ived e ac h  month by the ge n­
e r al and he adqu ar te rs wor ke rs and the s tate ove rsee rs appointed by the 
Ge ne r al O ve rsee r be des ignated for re nt and u til ities . Should t he re nt 
and u til ities be u nde r the above amou nt, the re maining amou nt would be 
included as inc ome. Whe re this rul ing is fe as ible, this is als o  applic able 
to the pas tors of the l oc al c hu rc hes. 

2. We rec omme nd that the s ta te ove rsee rs rece ive an all otme nt of 
$125 .00 pe r wee k, if fu nds are avail able . For his office e xpe nses the ove r­
see r may rece ive the su m of $200 .00 pe r month fr om the su r plus tithes 
in his s tate , if fu nds are avail able. Fu nds in e xcess afte r the ove rsee r 
has rece ived his all otme nt fr om the tithes rece ived fr om the l oc al c hu rc hes , 

s hall be se nt to the s tate tre asu re r for the pu r pose of the s tate wor k, 
es pec ially to hel p  pas tors of we ake r  c hu rc hes. 

We rec omme nd the c ontinu ance of t he S. 0. P. A. as was pr oposed l ast 
Asse mbly. The S. 0. P .  A .  was or iginally se t i n  the c hu rc h  for the pu r­
pose o f  kee ping the ove rsee r on the field and f or pr ovid ing tr avel e x­
pe nse that he might be able to pr ope rly l ook afte r his wor k. We e n­

c ou r age e ve ry one to s tand by y ou r  s tate ove rsee r with y ou r  S. 0. P. A. 
offe r ings .  I f  the re is not su ffic ie nt S. 0. P. A .  fu nds to c ove r his e x­
pe nse as ove rsee r ,  it is rec omme nded that the su r plus tithes , if the re be 
any ,  be used to su pple me nt the e xpe nse of the ove rsee r. 

3 .  We rec omme nd that the pas tor rece ive an amou nt not to e xceed $125.00 
pe r wee k  fr om the tithes of the l oc al c hu rc h  afte r he adqu ar te rs and 
the s tate ove rsee r have rece ived the ir por tions ,  if fu nds are avail able. 

This d oes not include offe r ings and pou nd ings rece ived by the pas tor. 

4 .  With re fe re nce to the matte r  of the su ppor t of pas tors of s mall 
c hu rc hes, t his c ommittee is ve ry muc h  in sy mpathy with these wor ke rs. 
The re fore, we rec omme nd that the State O ve rsee rs and the State Finance 
and A ppr opr iations Commi ttee wor k ou t a pl an for the ir su bs tanti al as­

s is tance. 
We fu r the r rec omme nd that the su r plus tithes acc ru ing in any l oc al 

c hu rc h  be le ft in the l oc al c hu rc h  tre asu ry u ntil Au gus t 31 , at whic h 
ti me it s hould be pr ope rly d ivided and d is bu rsed as foll ows: 
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Twe nty pe rce nt to be le ft in t he loca l chu rch t rea su ry for the pu rpo se 
of pu rchas ing ,  bu il ding ,  imp roving ,  ma inta ining ( or re nting) chu rch pa r­

s onage. The re ma ining a mou nt be divide d  equa lly: 
F ifty pe rce nt to be spe nt to the Ge ne ra l  Trea su re r  to a ssist ove rsee rs of 

wea ke r  sta tes; 
Fifty pe rce nt to be se nt to the sta te trea su re r  to a ssist pa stors of wea ke r  

chu rche s. 
5. We re comme nd tha t  the p ra ctice of re ce iving a n  offe ring on the fi rst 

Su nday of ea ch month for the pas tor a nd on the third Sunday of ea ch 
month for the district ove rsee r ( in those sta te s u sing district ove rsee rs) 

be continue d. I n  ca se t he district ove rsee r is ca lle d up on by the sta te ove r­
see r  to discha rge a du ty involving conside rab le e xpe nse s, the sta te ove r­
see r  w ill be re sp ons ib le for su ch e xpe nse s. 

6 .  We , y ou r  Way s a nd Mea ns Committee , re comme nd tha t  the a llot­
me nts of ove rsee rs ou tside the U nite d Sta te s continue to be se t by the 

World Mission Se cre ta ry a nd the World Mission Committee a ccording 
to- the e conomic a nd mone ta ry sy ste ms of the diffe re nt cou ntrie s involve d  
a nd tha t the se a mou nts be p rinte d  in the Mi nu te s a s  a supp le me nt to 
the Ways a nd Mea ns Committee Rep ort. We a lso re comme nd tha t  the 

fina ncia l sy ste m  of the chu rch be comp ile d a ccording to the e conom ic 
conditions of the va riou s cou ntrie s lis ting a ll fee s a nd a mou nts of due s, 

e tc. , involving the diffe re nt au xilia rie s a nd the va riou s  depa rtme nts of 
the chu rch a nd be se nt to t he ove rsee rs a nd pa stors of the chu rche s in 
the te rritorie s involve d. It is fe lt by this committee tha t  the chur che s  ou t­
side the U nite d  S ta te s  mu st be a s  we ll informe d conce rning the fi na ncia l 
sy ste ms of the chu rch a s  those in the U nite d S ta te s  since we a re only one 

Chu rch. 
We a lso fee l  tha t si nce the Chu rch is w orld-w ide t he re shou ld be no 

diffe re nce shown be twee n a n  ove rsee r ou tside the U nite d S ta te s  w ho is 
a me mbe r of the p re sby te ry a nd one in the U nite d Sta te s; the re fore, we 
re comme nd tha t w he re ou r inte rna tiona l  ba nking sy ste m is a dop te d the 
ove rsee r come u nde r the ti the sy ste m rep orting the a mou nt of tithes re ­
ce ive d f rom his chu rche s to the Ge ne ra l  Ove rsee r on the spe cia l rep ort 
ca rd, a nd w he n  ne ce ssa ry the a llotme nt be supp le me nte d from the ge n­

e ra l  tithes of ea ch re spe ctive cou ntry or te rritory .  
Whe n  the re is not su fficie nt tithe s to cove r the a llotme nts, we the n  

re comme nd tha t the re ma ini ng p or tion be supp lie d  by the Mi ssion Depa rt­
me nt, if fu nds a re a va ilab le .  I t  is the fee ling of this committee tha t ea ch 
ove rsee r s hou ld re ce ive a n  a llotme nt in the cu rre ncy of the cou ntry or 
the te rritory he rep re se nts in keep ing w ith the e conomic conditions of 
tha t cou ntry. 

7 .  We re comme nd tha t  the E me rge ncy Fu nd be continue d a nd t ha t  ea ch 
me mbe r pay $1 .00 to the fu nd ea ch yea r a nd tha t the p re se nt sy ste m of 
colle cti ng e me rge ncy dolla rs be continue d. We fu rthe r  re comme nd tha t  
since the se fu nds a re u rge ntly nee de d, ea ch l oca l chu rch colle ct the se dol­
la rs in fu ll a s  soon a s  p ossib le a nd se nd the m a s  colle cte d w ith the l ocal 
chu rch cle rk' s monthly rep ort to the Ge ne ra l  Trea su re r. 

In orde r for e ve ry one to ha ve opp ortu nity to he lp pu rcha se the new ly 
p rop ose d Ge ne ra l  Hea dqua rte rs p rope rty , we re comme nd tha t this p rop ­
e rty be pa id f rom the E me rge ncy Fu nd. Be cau se of the dire nee d  of 
fu nds to p rocee d w ith this p rojec t we re com me nd tha t  ea ch me mbe r gi ve 
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an additional dol l ar pe r ye ar f or the p urp ose of boosti ng the Ge ne r al 
P r ope r ty Fund. This c ould be known as Ge ne r al P rope r ty Dollar s. Al so 
we i nv ite v oluntee r s  to submit gif ts and offeri ngs. Of c our se any suc h 

c ontrib uti ons woul d be t ax f ree up on rece ip t  f r om loc al c hurc h c le r k, 
also y our c ance le d  c hec k will se rve as receip t. 

Due to the gre at nece ssity at hand, we rec omme nd that the fif th Sun­
day i n  Dece mbe r be a spec ial day f or boosti ng and c ollec ti ng Ge ne r al P r op ­

e r ty Dollar s. We c oul d refer to this day as Ge ne r al P r ope r ty Sunday .  

We rec omme nd that the Ge ne r al Pr ope r tie s Commi ttee be give n op­
p or tuni ty to study , i ntr oduce and p r omote fe asible p lans that would i mp le ­
me nt the adv ance me nt of our p r ojec te d  bui l di ng p r ogr am. We f ur the r 
rec omme nd that thi s c ommi ttee r eceive and c onsi de r  any and al l p lans 
that may be p re se nte d by i ndivi dual s pe r tai ning to the fi nanci ng and de­

ve lop me nt of our ne w he adquar te r s  c omp lex . 
8 .  With refe re nce to all of the othe r sec ti ons as p r inte d  i n  the Mi nute s, 

we rec omme nd that the same p l an_ be c ontinue d as p r ac tice d dur ing the 
p ast ye ar, name ly: 

a. We r ec omme nd that $100 .00 be c ontri bute d  f r om the Ge ne r al Fu nds 
f or e ac h  $100 .00 c ontr ibute d f r om the ge ne r al State Funds f or the p ur ­
p ose of ope ning up ne w fie l ds, and that the amount f or any one state 
be li mite d  to $500 .00 .  I n  c ase a s tate has no f unds f or this p urp ose and 
de sire s he lp f r om Ge ne r al He adquar te r s  to ope n a ne w fie l d, • the Ge n­

e r al Ove r see r and the Ge ne r al Tre asure r may use the ir disc re ation i n  
assisting in suc h c ase s. In c ase a wor k star te d  in a ne w fie ld, a l oan up 
to the amount of $10 0.00 may be obtai ne d fr om the ge ne r al f unds on a 
down p ay me nt f or a lot on whic h to bui ld a c hurc h. 

b. We rec omme nd that the p lan of e ac h  me mbe r givi ng a l ove offe r­
i ng e ac h  month to i nc re ase the fo ur th Sunday offe ri ng f or the State Ove r­
see r  be c onti nue d, and that the p astor and band le ade r s  see to it that 
this p l an be c ar r ie d  out i n  al l c hurc he s  one hundre d pe rc ent. 

c. We rec omme nd that al l V. L. B. , Sunday Sc hool, Mi ssi on, C. P .  M .  A., 
Whi te Wi ng P ubli shi ng House , Orp hanage and B. T. C. ti the s be p lace d  
i n  the ge ne r al tithe f und. 

d. We rec omme nd that te n pe rce nt of the ti the s receive d e ac h  month 
by the l oc al c hurc h tre asure r be se nt with hi s rep or t to Ge ne r al He ad­
quar te r s  tre asure r and that the same amount be se nt to the state ove r seer . 

e. We rec omme nd that the ti the s of non- me mbe r s  that are p ai d  i nto the 
l oc al tre asury shoul d be exec ute d  th r ough the re gular c hanne l  the same 
as tithe s of me mbe r s. 

f .  We rec omme nd that all mi nister s and c hurc he s  obse rve the r ul ing 
of the Asse mbly with refe re nce to t he use of the tithe money whic h is: 
"The tithe s are f or the supp or t  of the mi ni stry only ." 

g. We rec omme nd th at twe nty pe rce nt of the f ollowi ng auxi li ary state 
c onve ntion offe r ings, name ly, W. M .  B. , V. L. B., Sun day Sc hool and 
C. P. M. A. be lef t i n  the state tre asury f or the p urp ose of state wor k. 

h. We r e c o m me n d  that e ac h  ov e r se e r see to it that al l state 
c onve nti on offe r ings r aise d in his state be exec ute d  only as auth orize d 
by the Asse mbly . 
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SECTION 3 
We recommend that in case of any additional general workers being 

appointed by the General Overseer, their allotments be determined by 
the Executive Committee. 

SECTION 4 
We recommend that if there should be a deficit incurred in printing and 

mailing the White Wing Messenger, such deficit be paid from the General 
Fund.

hundred or over. 

1 1. CHURCH OF PROPHECY MARKER ASSOCIATION. To be a mem­
ber of the Church of Prophecy Marker Association requires the payment 
of $5.00 per year. This $5.00 may be paid any time during the year; 
however, for the local church to receive credit in the Honor Stone pro­
gram, it must be paid before the honor sheet is filled out by the pas­
tor. In countries outside the United States, those becoming members are 
required to pay an amount set by the overseer and C. P. M. A. Committee. 

The C. P. M. A. offerings are to be held by the local church treasurer 
and turned in at the state convention. These offerings are to be divid­
ed by the state treasurer as follows: Twenty per cent of the state con­
vention C. P. M. A. offering is to be left in the state treasury for the 
purpose of improving, building and maintaining the state headquarters. 
Send ten per cent of the balance to the General Treasurer; and the same 
amount to the state treasurer for the support of the state work; then 
send the same amount to the General Treasurer to be placed in the Min­
isterial Aid Fund. The remainder is to be sent to the state treasurer for 
the support of the airplane program, Visual Department and any other 
work in the state in connection with the C. P. M. A. Ten per cent of 
the C. P. M. A. membership fees is to be placed in the Ministerial Aid 
Fund. 

12. BIBLE TRAINING CAMP. Weekly classes are to be conducted in 
all our local churches for the purpose of acquainting our people more per­
fectly with the doctrine and practices of the Church. The pastor is re­
sponsible for these classes. Freewill offerings are to be received in the 
classes to assist in getting the teachings and practices of the Church to 
other countries through Bible Training Camp. These offerings are to be 
turned in at the state convention. 

NOTE: In those countries where the dollar is not the standard mon­
etary unit, the current rate of exchange will apply to the limits set by 
the financial system. For example, $100 would be £35.

Business Meetings 
Ea ch loca l chu rch shou ld hold a re gu la r bu sine ss confe re nce once ea ch 

qua rte r. I t  ha s bee n the pra ctice for ma ny yea rs to ob se rve the fi rst 
Monday ni ght in Ja nua ry ,  April, Ju ly a nd O ctobe r for the re gu la r qua r­
te rly mee tings. I f  t he re is a de ma nd for it, a mee ting may be ca lle d  a t  

a ny time by the pa stor or sta te ove rsee r. A short bu sine ss mee ting may 
be he ld a t  the be ginning or close of a mee ting for worship. 

The pa stor shou ld a ct a s  mode ra tor of a ll bu sine ss mee tings. If the re 
is no pa stor, the sta te ove rsee r ha s au thority to a ct or a ppoint a lice nse d 
ma le ministe r to pre side . Whe re one pa stor ha s the ca re of se ve ra l chu rche s 
he may a rra nge the bu sine ss mee ti ngs to su it his conve nie nce. 

Eve ry me mbe r, b oth ma le a nd fe ma le , shou ld ta ke a n  inte re st in a nd 
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make it a point to attend every business session • if possible. Women 
are to take no open part in discussing or deciding questions, but should 
always be there and silently · pray that God will give wisdom and direct 
the men and show forth God's glory in being the glory of the men. 

Matters should be discussed with love, humility and meekness. No votes 
should be taken to decide questions. Everything should be done • with 
one accord and questions settled by mutual agreement. If there is di­
vision on a matter, hold it over until all can agree. If one should seem 
obstinate and contrary, do not run the matter over him, but take up his 
case and investigate the cause of his obstinacy and if he shows the good 
spirit so that he can be heard, then show him courtesy. If he proves 
to be wrong, deal with him as the Bible directs. After this is all done, 
take up the original subject and dispose of it in harmony and love. 

In case a matter cannot be settled satisfactorily by the local church, 
they should call for the assistance of the state overseer. If they are 
still not able to reach a satisfactory conclusion, it should be referred to 
the General Overseer. 

No one should give a message in tongues to the church unless there is 
an interpreter present and then only one at a time and not more than 
three in a whole session. 

Arrangement and Order of Business 
(This is only a suggestion and not meant for an ironclad rule.) 

Moderator, clerk, treasurer should occupy seats on the platform. Deacons 
and other ministers, nearby on either side or close in front of the plat­
form. 

Song service by all. Prayer by someone whom the moderator may call. 
Short Scripture lesson, and prayer by the moderator, asking for wisdom 
and direction. Song. 

Clerk read minutes of last regular meeting and called meetings if there 
have been any held. 

Correction of minutes if any. 

Treasurer give his report of finances. He should always give an item­
ized statement of receipts and disbursements and the balance in treasury. 

Leader of the W. M. B. give her report of the work of the band, in­
cluding finances, receipts and disbursements. 

Superintendent of the Victory Leaders give report of the work and 
progress of the band including finances, receipts and disbursements. 

Pastor give report of the A. B. M. and S. 0. P. A. work done, amount 
of money raised each month, number of strays found and brought back 
(Luke 1 5:4-6) , and give account of every member of his flock (Hebrews 
13:17) .  

Report of C. P. M .  A .  leader-number of members and receipts.

Alw ays tithe you r income and pu t it in the chu rch treasu ry. Make 
f reew ill off erings bes ide you r tithes. 

Y ou nger members s hou ld not keep company or ass ociate too intimatel y 
w ith w orl dl y ou ts iders. 

Members s houl d  never marry s inners. Great care s houl d be taken, 
w ith mu ch prayer and careful cons ideration, regarding matrimony. 

A member w ho may have a l iving companion s houl d  not marry another 
u nder any circu ms tances, even if divorced. N either s houl d  a member 
marry anyone w ho has a l iving companion, al thou gh su ch a pers on may 
be divorced. 

Chil dren are a n  heritage f rom the Lord. Thos e w ho have chil dren 
are res pons ibl e to teach them at an earl y  age to reverence the hous e 
of God. This s houl d  be done by s etting a good exampl e  bef ore them 
and by ins tru cting them w ith su ch a good s pirit that they w il l  have 
a s trong des ire to s erve the Lord. MINISTERS are to meet all of the 
requ irements in being exampl es to the members by keeping thei r chil ­
dren u nder reas onabl e  control at all times and by res training them f rom 
ru nning abou t over the hous e of God es peciall y w hil e the s ervices are 
in progress.

186 MINUTES OF THE 62ND ANNUAL ASSEMBLY 

Duties of Overseers 
Appointed by the General Overseer 

Each overseer is to have the oversight of his state, country or terri­
tory, and together with the General Overseer, will form the presbytery 
in his respective area. In addition to his general responsibility for the 
work under his jurisdiction, he will be responsible for specific duties as 
follows: 

To conduct or order a general evangelistic campaign during the year. 
If there are only a few churches in the state or area assigned to him, 
he will serve primarily as an evangelist, evangelizing in new fields and 
endeavoring to establish new churches. If his area has a large number 
of churches and ministers, he will be responsible to organize and direct 
the evangelistic efforts of his workers in new fields. 

To see that every church is supplied with a pastor as much as lies 
within his power. 

To divide his state or territory into districts and place over each dis­
trict an overseer as previously practiced. This is not an ironclad rule, 
but it is considered best when there are sufficient churches to make it 
practical. He should order or conduct district meetings at intervals dur­
ing the year for the mutual benefit of all. Special instructions concern­
ing the work can be given in these district meetings. 

To hold one general convention each year in the area most convenient 
for members from all the churches to attend. 

To secure the name and address of every bishop, deacon and evan­
gelist under his jurisdiction and keep a record of these so he can report 
to the General Overseer if necessary. He will also issue lay ministers 
�ertificates and keep the necessary records concerning them. 

Keep an accurate record of the location of every church in his area and 
know at all times the number of members in his territory, keeping a 
record of the increase so this information can be reported each year. This 
can be done by keeping in touch with the clerks of the churches. Every 
minister and clerk should take an interest in imparting this informa­
tion to the overseer. All new organizations should be reported to the 
overseer. 

To visit every district and church if possible and look after the interests 
in every way as a pastor over a large circuit. 

Duties of District Overseer 
To moderate business conferences for women preachers who may be 

acting as pastors, and men who may not be licensed if they are taking 
care of churches in his district. 

To do evangelistic work in his district if he has time. If he has a 
district with no churches it is his duty to evangelize and organize churches. 

For convenience it is often thought best for a pastor of a strong church 
in the district to be selected as district overseer so the church can serve 
as a means of his support. 
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The district overseers are to be appointed by the state overseers, there­
fore, they are subject to the state overseers. 

Obl igation for Membership in  the 
Church of God of Prophecy 

Will you sincerely promise in the presence of God and these witnesses 
that you will accept this Bible as the Word of God-believe and prac­
tice its teachings rightly divided-the New Testament as your rule of 
faith and practice, government and discipline, and walk in the light to 
the best of your knowledge and ability? 

The minister who administers this obligation should see that every ap­
plicant replies in the affirmative. In taking the obligation, applicants 
should think of it as being "a perpetual covenant that shall not be for­
gotten." 

Teachings of the Church of God 
of Prophecy 

The Church of God of Prophecy stands for the whole Bible rightly 
divided-the New Testament is the only rule for government and dis­
cipline. Below are given some of the teachings that are made prominent. 

1 .  Repentance-Mark 1 :15; Luke 13:3; Acts 3:19. 

2. Justification-Rom. 5 :1-9; Titus 3:7. 

3 .  Regeneration-Matt. 19:28; Titus 3:5. 

4. Born again-John 3:3; 1 Peter 1 :23; 1 John 3:9. 
5. Sanctification subsequent to Justification-Rom. 5:2; 1 Cor. 1 :30; 

1 Thess. 4:3; Heb. 13:12; 1 John 1 :9. 

6. Holiness-Luke 1 :74, 75; 1 Thess. 4:7; Heb. 12:14.
