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3. 10 per cent of national and international accounts of Orphanage, Mis­
sions, Ministerial Aid, and Bible Training Institute. 

Because of the dire need of funds to proceed with this project, we recom­
mend that each member continue to give one dollar a year to boost the 
General Property Fund. This is known as General Property Dollars. Also 
we invite volunteers to submit gifts and offerings. Any such contribu­
tions would be tax free upon receipt from local church clerk and your 
canceled check will serve as receipt. 

Due to the great necessity at hand, we recommend that the fifth Sun­
day in December be a special day for boosting and collecting General 
Property Dollars. These dollars should be sent to the General Treasurer 
with the local church clerk's December report or as soon as possible. We 
refer to this day as General Property Sunday. 

We recommend that the World Headquarters Construction Committee 
be given opportunity to study, introduce and promote feasible plans that 
would implement the advancement of our prejected building program. 
We further recommend that this Committee receive and consider any and 
all plans that may be presented by individuals pertaining to the financ­
ing and development of our new headquarters complex. 

Due to a · constant rising cost of building materials, labor and interest 
rates, this Committee endorses the beginning of construction for this great 
marker as soon as possible. 

We recommend that all tabernacle receipts be placed in savings ac­
counts until the proper time for construction.

1. T I  TH ES. Members should pay their tithes into the treasury of the 
local church where they are members. Ministers send the tithes of in-
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come from the ministry with their monthly reports to the General Treas­
·urer, and tithes on income outside the ministry is paid into the treasury 
of the local church where they are members. •··., 

The treasurer of the church is to send 10 per cent of tithes received 
each month with the treasurer's report to the appropriate address:

The treasurer of the local church sends 10 per cent of tithes received 

each month to the overseer of his state, country or territory. The bal­
ance of the tithes, after General Headquarters and the state or national 
overseer have received their portion, remains in the local church treas­
ury to pay the pastor. The Assembly agrees that the pastor receive $129 
a week from the tithes, if funds are available. 

Surplus tithes accruing in any local church is left in the local church 
treasury until August 31, at which time it is properly divided into three 
equal parts: one part is sent to the General Treasurer to be used at the 
discretion of the Executive Committee; one part is sent to the state treas­
urer to be used at the discretion of the state finance and appropriations 
committee; one part is left in the local church to be used at the dis­
cretion of the pastor and local church committee, appointed by the pastor. 

Overseers in the United States are to receive no more than $129 a 
week, plus an amount not to exceed $200 a month for office expenses from 
the tithes received from the churches, if funds are available. Any funds 
in excess of this amount received by the overseer are to be sent to the 
state treasurer to be placed in the general state fund for the state work, 
especially to assist pastors of weaker churches. 

Overseers out.side the United States receive an allotment in the cur­
rency of the country or territory they represent in keeping with the 
economic conditions of that country. These allotments are set annually 
by the World Mission Committee and World Mission Secretary and are 
printed as a supplement to the Ways and Means Committee Report. 
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The Assembly has ruled that tithes are for the support of the ministry 
only. Surplus tithes received at General Headquarters are disbursed at 
the discretion of the General Overseer and General Treasurer to aid over­
seers in states not self-supporting. The Ministerial Aid Fund receives 
10 per cent of all tithes sent to Headquarters. Tithes of non-members are 
paid into the local church treasury as the tith_es of members. 

2. S U N DAY SCHOOL.  The local church treasurer sends 10 per cent of 
all Sunday school offerings to the General Treasurer with his monthly 
report and 1 0  per cent to the state treasurer for the general state fund. 

3. ORPHANAG E. All orphanage offerings remain in the local church 
treasury and are turned in at the state convention and Assembly. For im­
proving, building, and maintaining the state headquarters, 20 per cent 
of the state convention orphanage offering remains in the state treasury. 
The General Treasurer is sent 10 per cent of the balance and the state 
treasurer 10 per cent. Send balance to the General Treasurer for the 
support of the Tomlinson Home for Children. The General Treasurer sends 
10 per cent of the Assembly offering from each state to the respective 
state treasurer for the general state fund. The Assembly recommended 
that 10 per cent of national and international accounts of the Orphan­
age Fund be sent to General Headquarters for the Tabernacle Fund. 

4. EM ERG E NCY FU N D. All ministers and members are to pay one dol­
lar a year into the treasury of the local churches where their member­
ships are, and the treasurer sends the emergency dollars as collected with 
his monthly report. The Ministerial Aid Fund receives 10 per cent of all 
emergency money sent to Headquarters. 

5. M ISS I O N  M O N EY. The second Sunday missionary offerings and mis­
sion money raised by other means remain in the local church treasury 
and are turned in:: at the state convention and Assembly. For improv­
ing, building, arid maintaining the state headquarters, 20 per cent of the 
state convention missionary offering is to remain in the state treasury. 
The General Treasurer receives 10 per cent of the balance and the state 
treasurer receives 10 per cent. Half of the remainder is left in the state 
for the general state fund, and half sent to the General Treasurer as 
world mission money. The General Treasurer is sent 5 per cent of the 40 
per cent of mission funds received into the state treasury at the state 
convention to assist in the support of widows of deceased ministers. 

The General Treasurer receives all mission money collected in the March 
and October drives for world missions. It is to be • sent in with the local 
treasurer's monthly report. All mission offerings at the Assembly are 
turned in to the General Treasurer as world mission money. The Gen­
eral Treasurer sends 10 per cent of the Assembly offering from each 
state or country to the respective state or national treasurer for the 
general state or national fund. The Ministerial Aid Fund receives 10 per 
cent of the mission money sent to the General Treasurer. The Assem­
bly recommends that 10 per cent of national and international ac­
counts of the World Mission Fund be sent to General Headquarters for 
the Tabernacle Fund. 

6. F I RST S U N DAY OFFER I N G .  Each local church receives an offer­
ing for the pastor on the first Sunday of each month. 

7. TH I R D  SU N DAY OFFERI NG.  Each local church receives an offer­
ing for the · district . overseer on the third Sunday, and the local church 
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treasurer sends this offering to the district overseer at the end of the 
month. If the district overseer is called on by the state overseer to per­
form a duty involving considerable expense, the state overseer should 
assist him as much as possible. 

8. SOPA A N D  FO U RT H  S U N DAY O F F E R I N G. The fourth Sunday is 
set by the Assembly for every local church to receive an offering for 
the overseer of the state, country or territory, and the pastor, or other 
selected person, is to give the local treasurer the money collected by the 
ABM leaders. After the local treasurer sends 10 per cent of these offer­
ings to the state treasurer, the balance is sent to the state overseer. The 
SOP A is for "keeping the overseer on the field" by providing travel ex­
pense. If there is not sufficient SOP A funds to cover his expense as over­
seer, the surplus tithes, if there is any in the state treasury, may be used 
to supplement the SOPA funds. DO N OT send any of the SOPA money 
to the General Treasurer. Each local church is instructed to receive a 
pounding for the overseer once or twice a year. 

9. V I CTO RY L EA D ERS OFFER I N G :  All money raised for the Free 
Literature Fund by the Victory Leaders is given in at the state conven­
tion and Assembly. Money for the expense of the band should be re­
ceived in a special offering. For improving, building, and maintaining 
the state headquarters, 20 per cent of the state convention free litera­
ture offering is left in the state treasury. The General Treasurer receives 
10 per cent of the balance and the state treasurer 20 per cent for the 
general state fund. The remaining 70 per cent is sent to the White Wing 
Publishing House. The Assembly Free Literature Offering is given to 
the White Wing Publishing House. The White Wing Publishing House 
sends 10 per cent of the Assembly offering from each state or country to 
the respective state or national treasurer for the general state or national 
fund. The Ministerial Aid Fund receives 10 per cent of all free literature 
money received by the White Wing Publishing House, and the balance 
is disbursed by the Church Publishing Committee. 

10. ASS E M B LY E X P E N SE. To assist in the expense of the annual as­
semblies, the state overseers are asked to collect funds each year and send 
to the General Treasurer: 

a. $1.00 from each minister. 
b. $1.00 from each Victory Leaders Band. 
c. $1.00 from each Womens Missionary Band. 
d. $1.00 from each Sunday School with an average attendance of fifty or 

less. 
e. $1.50 from each Sunday School with an average attendance of over 

fifty but less than one hundred. • • • 
f. $2.00 from each Sunday School with an average attendance of one hun­

dred or over. 
11. C H U RC H  O F  P RO P H ECY M A R K E R  ASSO C I AT I O N. To be a mem­

ber of the Church of Prophecy Marker Association you pay $5.00 a year, 
and it may be paid any time during the year: For the local church to 
receive credit in the Honor Stone Program, it must be paid before the 
honor sheet is filled out by the pastor. In other countries to become a 
member, you pay an amount set by the overseer an<;i CPMA Committee. 

CPMA offerings remain in the local church treasury and are given in 
at the state convention. These offerings 11,re divided . by the state treas-
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urer: 20 per cent of the CPMA state convention offering remains in the 
state treasury for improving, building, and maintaining the state head­
quarters; 10 per cent of the balance is sent to the General Treasurer, and 
10 per cent to the state treasurer for the state work, and 10 per cent is 

. sent to the General Treasurer for the Ministerial Aid Fund. Of the amount 
presently remaining in the state treasury, 50 per cent is to be sent to 
the General Treasurer for the Tabernacle Fund. The Ministerial Aid Fund 
receives 10 per cent and the Tabernacle Fund not less than 50 per cent 
of CPMA membership fees. 

12. B I B L E  TRA I N I N G  I N ST ITUTE. The Assembly recommended that 
the pastors be responsible for conducting weekly classes in the local 
churches to acquaint our people with the doctrine and practices of the 
Church. Offerings received in the classes are turned in at the state con­
vention, and assist Bible Training Institute in teaching the Church doc­
trine in other countries.

Deeds for Church Property 
The following resolution was adopted by the 58th Annual Assembly 

of the Church of God of Prophecy, held in Cleveland, Tennessee, Septem­
ber 10-16, 1963: 

WHEREAS it has been advised by competent attorneys that specific men­
tion of proper authorities be stated in an effort to ease the complica­
tions arising in our endeavors to be recognized by the courts, and to facili­
tate the handling of deeds to our church properties, 

BE IT RESOLVED that trustees to hold title to local church property 
for the Church of God of Prophecy with international headquarters at 
Cleveland, Tennessee, be selected by the local church either in a regular 
or called business meeting, said trustees to be vested with authority to bar­
gain, buy, sell, convey or encumber such property by mortgage or other­
wise only when authorized to do so by the local church in regular or 
called business meeting, and with the consent of the General Trustees. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that said consent of the General Trustees 
be evidenced by a separate writing or by the signature of the Chief Clerk 
of the said General Trustees, such documents to be notarized. 

BE IT RESOLVED that state church trustees appointed by the state 
overseer to hold title to property for the Church of God of Prophecy with 
international headquarters at Cleveland, Tennessee, be vested with au­
thority to bargain, buy, sell, convey or encumber such property by mort­
gage with the consent of the General Trustees. This -applies to property 
being held by state trustees where churches have been disbanded or 
are too weak to function and to property which has been given to the 
state. All other property with title being held by state trustees • may be 
disposed of or mortgaged only by the consent of the state convention in 
session. 

Note: The following Warranty Deed form has been prepared by the 
General Trustees and should be used where it is possible to do so. Blank 
forms may be secured from the General Trustees.

World Must Be Evangelized 
: It will take good organization and systematic methods to accomplish 

this task. 
• God's power is demonstrated in proportion to the unity and oneness of 

His people. 
The members of the early Church were all of one accord, steadfast 

in the apostles' doctrine and fellowship, and the multitude that believed 
were of one heart and one soul, and great grace was upon them all, and 
mighty results followed as a consequence of their perfect unity and care­
ful organization. 

We must banish from our minds the thoughts of individual or local in­
dependence and haphazard spasmodic efforts. 

Pull together, pull at once, pull steadily all the time is the road to 
success. 

All members should be ready to center their minds and prayers on 
the one thing as a unit when calls for special prayer are made. Each 
one should feel his or her part of the responsibility, remembering that 
when one member fails it cripples or dwarfs the body until the matter 
pending may fail. 

Local Church Officers and Leaders 
1. Pastor. It is the duty of the overseer appointed by the General 

Overseer to see that every church under his jurisdiction is supplied with 
a pastor as much as lies in his power. Pastors are to be appointed at the 
state convention, and vacancies will be filled as they. occur. The duties 
of the pastor expire at midnight the last Sunday in July at the church 
he is leaving and automatically begin at the same time at the church 
to which he is moving. 

2. C l erk. The clerk is to be selected in the last regular conference be­
fore the Assembly to serve for one year. Either a man or woman may 
serve as clerk and the same person may continue to serve year after year. 
Care should be taken to choose a person qualified for the position, as 
the clerk is responsible to keep an accurate and careful record of the 
business and work of the church, make a record and give date of organi­
zation, record the name and date of every one that joins, the name 
and date of each one excluded and for what cause, and keep a record 
of deaths, giving date. 

3. Treasu rer. The treasurer should be selected in the same manner as 
the clerk. It is advised that one person serve as both clerk and treas-
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urer when it is - convenient and satisfactory to the local church. The 
treasurer will receive and disburse all funds of the local church, includ­
ing tithes, auxiliary funds and special funds. An accurate record of all 
receipts and disbursements will be kept by the treasurer. 

4. A u x i l i ary Leaders. Leaders for the five auxiliaries, namely, Sunday 
School, Womens Missionary Band, Victory Le11ders Band, Church of Proph­
ecy Marker Association, and the Assembly Band • Movement are to be 
appointed by the pastor as soon as possible after the Assembly. 

Each pastor, with the assistance of the deacons, if the church has deacons, 
should divide his members into bands of ten or twelve in each band 
and appoint a leader for each band. The leader should keep in touch 
with each member of the band, and if any should move away, com­
munication should be kept up by correspondence. This is for the mutual, 
spiritual, temporal and social benefit of the members. The pastor should 
keep in close touch with the band leaders in all the work. 

5. Local Trustees. Trustees to hold title to local church property are 
selected by the local church in a regular or called business meeting and 
are authorized to bargain, buy, sell, convey or encumber the local prop­
erty only when authorized to do so by the local church in a regular or 
called business meeting and with the written consent of the General 
Trustees. 

6. Other Officers a n d  Leaders. The Assembly has authorized the pastor 
to appoint a church literature representative as soon as possible after 
the Assembly. In some local churches it has been the practice for the 
pastor to also appoint a Bible Training Institute booster. The song lead­
er, pianist, organist and ushers are selected by the local church in con­
ference in the same manner as the clerk and treasurer. If it seems good 
to the local church, the pastor may be authorized to appoint the song 
leader, pianist, organist and ushers. 

Business Meetings 
Each local church should hold a regular business conference once each 

quarter. It has been the practice for many years to observe the first 
Monday night in January, April, July and October for the regular quar­
terly meetings. If there is a demand for it, a meeting may be called at 
any time by the pastor or state overseer. A short business meeting may 
be held at the beginning or close of a meeting for worship. 

The pastor should act as moderator of all business meetings. If there 
is no pastor, the state overseer has authority to act or appoint a licensed 
male minister to preside. Where one pastor has the care of several churches 
he may arrange the business meetings to suit his convenience. 

Every member, both male and female, should take an interest in and 
make it a point to attend every business session if possible. Women are 
to take no open part in discussing or deciding questions, but should al­
ways be there and silently pray that God will give wisdom and direct 
the men. 

Matters should be discussed with love, humility and meekness. No 
votes should be taken to decide questions. Everything should be done with 
one accord and questions settled by ·mutual agreement. If there is di-
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vision on a matter, hold it over until all can · agree. If one should seem 
obstinate and contrary, do not run the matter over him, but take up his 
case and investigate the cause of his obstinacy and if he shows the good 
spirit so that he can be heard, then show him courtesy. If he proves to 
be wrong, deal with him as the Bible directs. After this, take up the 
original subject and dispose of it in harmony and love. 

In case a matter cannot be settled satisfactorily by the local church, they 
should call for the assistance of the state overseer. If they are still not 
able to reach a satisfactory conclusion, it should be referred to the Gen­
eral Overseer. 

No one should give a message in tongues to the church unless there is 

an interpreter present and then only one at a -time and not more than 
three in a whole session. 

Arrangement and Order of Business 
(This is only a suggestion and not meant for a rule.) 

Moderator, clerk, treasurer should occupy seats on the platform. Deacons 
and other ministers, seated near the platform. 

Song service and prayer. Scripture lesson, and prayer by the moderator, 
asking for wisdom and direction. Song. 

Clerk read minutes of last regular meeting and called meetings if there 
have been any held. 

Correction of minutes if any. 
Treasurer give his report of finances. He should always give an item­

ized statement of receipts and disbursements and the balance in treasury. 
Leader of the WMB give her report of the work of the band, includ­

ing finances, receipts and disbursements. 
Superintendent of the Victory Leaders give report of the work and 

progress of the band including finances, receipts and disbursements. 
Pastor give report of the ABM and SOPA work done, amount of money 

raised each month, number of strays found and brought back (Luke 15:4-6) ,  
and give account of  every member of  his flock (Hebrews 13:17) . 

Report of CPMA leader-number of members and receipts. 
Report of Church Literature Representative. 
Receiving of transferred members. 
Members to transfer, if any. 
Unfinished business left over from last meeting. 
New business. 
Miscellaneous business. 
Adjournment by prayer. 
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Advice to Members 
As - a member, you count one and should attend every regular service 

as far as possible. Remember no one can fill your place and the service 
will be that much dwarfed and crippled without your presence. 

Show love and fellowship to everyone without partiality. Don't wait 
for others to greet you, but you greet them. 

Show special courtesy to strangers who may attend one of your services. 
As a rule take part in the singing. 
Be ready for vocal prayer when called on or prompted by the Spirit. 
Be ready for testimony when such is in order. 
Stand by your pastor or appointed leader and assist him in every way 

you can. 
Always pray silently for the preacher while he delivers the message. 

Always live a consecrated life at home and abroad so no one can justly think 
or speak of you as a hypocrite. 

Guard your conversation. Be careful what you say about a brother, sis-
ter or anyone else. 

Don't be a critic and try to find something in others to criticize. 
Examine yourself occasionally and see if you are in the faith. 
Don't yield to discouragement or despondency. 
Be cheerful and happy and try to make others the same. 
Spend as much time as you can in secret prayer. Give yourself all 

you can to intercessory prayer. - Daily prayers and study of God's Word 
are necessary and very important for the spiritual welfare of each child 
of God; therefore, everyone is urged to faithfully maintain as far as is 
possible family worship at home at least once a day. 

Your dress should be with moderation, neat and clean, but not for show. 
Moderation includes paying moderate prices for clothing, wearing dresses 
of high-enough necklines, low-enough hemlines, sleeves of reasonable 
length. The wearing of extremely sheer fabrics is unbecoming to a saint 
and the wearing of shorts in public should never be practiced. You should 
never wear gold for ornament or decoration. Finger rings, bracelets, ear­
rings, necklaces, lockets and large showy pins-these are also unbecom­
ing to a saint of God. Rouge, lipstick, nail polish and extremely costly 
perfumes are used to satisfy the pride of life and therefore they should 
have no place in the lives of those who love God. Please read and study 
these scriptures often: 1 Peter 3:3, 4; 1 Timothy 2:9, 10 and 1 John 2:15-17. 

You should not premit yourself to be frapped by worldly attractions. 
The Bible says, "Neither give place to the devil." Dabbling with worldly 
amusements like professional ball games, horse races, stock car races, 
wrestling arenas, skating rinks, motion picture houses or drive-in the­
aters, bowling alleys and going swimming where men and women both use 
the same bathing area would give the devil a foothold or place in your 
life. 
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Always tithe your income and put it in the church treasury. Make free­
will offerings beside your tithes. 

Younger members should not keep company or associate too intimately 
with worldly outsiders. 

Because of the ever-increasing number of broken homes, separations, 
divorces and remarriages, the greatest care should be taken with much 
prayer and consideration regarding proposed matrimony. 

A member who may have a living companion should not marry another 
under any circumstances even if divorced. Neither should a member marry 
anyone who has a living companion although such a person may be di­
vorced. 

Children are an heritage from the Lord. Those who have children are 
responsible to teach them at an early age to reverence the house of 
God. This should be done by setting a good example before them and 
by instructing them with such a good spirit that they will have a strong 
desire to serve the Lord. MINISTERS are to meet all of the require­
ments in being examples to the members by keeping their children under 
reasonable control at all times and by restraining them from running about 
over the house of God, es�ially while the services are in progress. 

The White Wing Messenger is a very important part of the Church 
of God. It should be read regularly by every member and your interest 
in advertising the Church should be so great that when you have fin­
ished reading your copy, you would pass it along to someone else. Every 
member who possibly can should subscribe, and each minister is asked to 
be a "paid-up" subscriber and an earnest worker for our church paper­
the White Wing Messenger. 

These are the last days and perilous times have come and it will re­
quire much watchfulness and humble prayer for you to so live and act 
that you will never bring reproach on the worthy name of Christ and His 
Church that you so much love. 

Never form too close an intimacy with the opposite sex even if they 
are brothers and sisters in the Lord. Give no place to the adversary. Ab­
stain from the very appearance of evil. 

These kindly instructions and advices are given by those who are watch­
ing for your soul as they must give an account (Hebrews 13:17) , and it 
is hoped they will be received with the same meek, gentle spirit in which 
they are given. 

Duties of Overseers 

Appointed by the General Overseer 
Each overseer is to have the oversight of his state, country or terri­

tory, and together with the General Overseer, will form the presbytery 
in his respective area. In addition to his . general responsibility for the 
work under his jurisdiction, he will be responsible for specific duties as 
follows: 

To conduct or order a general evangelistic campaign during the year. 
If there are only a few churches in the state or area assigned to . him, 
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he will • serve primarily as an evangelist, evangelizing in new fields and 
endeavoring to establish new churches. If his . area has a large number 
of churches and ministers, he will be responsible to organize and direct the 
evangelistic efforts of his workers in new fields. 

To see that every church is supplied with a pastor as much as · lies with-
in his power. 

To divide his state or territory into districts and place over each 
district an overseer as p r e v i o u s 1 y p r a c t i  c e d. This is not a rule, 
but it is considered best when there are sufficient churches to make it 
practicaL He should order or conduct district meetings at intervals dur­
ing the year for the mutual benefit of all. Special instructions concern­
ing the work can be given in these district meetings. 

To hold one general converitiori each year · in the area most convenient 
for members from all the churches to attend. 

To secure the name and address of every bishop, deacon and evangelist 
under his jurisdiction and keep a record of these so he can report to the 
General Overseer if necessary. He will also issue lay ministers certificates 
and keep the necessary records concerning them. 

Keep an accurate record of the location of every church in his area 
and know at all times the number of members in his territory, keep­
ing a record of the increase so this information can be reported each 
year. This can be done by keeping in touch with the clerks of the churches. 
Every minister and clerk should take an interest in imparting this in­
formation to the overseer. All new organizations should be reported to 
the overseer. 

To visit every district and church if possible and look after the interests 
in every way as a pastor over a large circuit. 

Duties of District Overseers 
The district overseers are to be appointed by the state overseer. 
To moderate business conferences for women preachers who may be 

acting as pastors, and for men who may not be licensed if they are tak­
ing care of churches in his district. 

To do evangelistic work in his district if he has time. If he has a dis­
trict with no churches, it is his duty to evangelize and organize churches. 

To hold district conventions according to the instructions of the state 
overseer. 

To assist the state overseer when called upon in all things relating to 
church work and the district overseer is subject to the state overseer.
